washed before milking. Even with the
best kind of bedding there will adhere
wome dust or dirt on the teats dtll"ill':; the
night in the stable or in the yard during
daytime, and every dairyman should
make it u strict rule to wash the udders

of the cows before milking. In the best

dairies in Denmark and Germany the
washing is done in this way: In the
stable are & wash dish and towel. The
man or woman who huas to milk first

washes his or her hands, then takes a
pail with clean but not teo ecold water
wnd u towel and washes off the udder of
¢ach cow and dries it immediately.
yfter all the udders are cleaned — each
man has to attend to 18 to 20 cows — the
milking commences. I never heard of
any loss on milk if the washing is done
that way, and I surely would have heard
it, because in all the dairies where 1 have
been we tested each cow every week and
iept n milking account. But only wash-
ing the udders and not drying them off is
the grestest mistake s dairyman can
make. Bad teats, even inflammation of
rhe udder, may be the result.— A, (.

Care of Milk for the Factory.

The following paper was read by J. K.
tennett, Clinton “Falls, Minn., before
(ke O'watonna meeting of butrer makers :

The care of milk before it reaches the
factory is apt to belneglected; in fact
warly always is. The patron does not
neein to realize the important part en-
rusted to him. He seems to have an
dea that a butter-maker, by virtue of his
wkill, has, or should have, a cure-all for
all the ills that may befull his milk,
cither through ecarelessness or neglect,
“Itis good enough for the factory,” is
Bloody milk

and milk from cows too early in lactation,

too often the expression,

s sometimes treated in the same off-hand
manner, Itis far easier to instruct a
patron how his milk should be eared for,
han to see that the instructions are fol-
Milk should be drawn from the
cow in the most cleanly manner. The
ow's side and vdder should be brushed,
il meed be washed with wurm water be-
Milk with a
The
oo common practice of keeping the hand
wet i8 not only a filthy habit, but the cow’s
teats are apt to get chilled or chapped in
he cold mounths. Milk in tin pails only,
‘'he use of wooden pails and dirty cans
no together.

Strain the milk through a fine wire or

vheese-cloth strainer. Detter yet, use
both., As soon as a can is filled, remove
it away from the stable nnd give access
(o pure air, there to be guickly cvoled
sither by setting in eold water, or in
vinter by the cool atmosphere, Stir the
milk frequently to hasten the cooling and
oxpel animal odors.  Once cooled it may
e left nncovered, or covered if the sur-
roundings are not perfectly sweet and
clean. Keep it ab a8 nenrly an even tem-
perature as pussible—60 degrees or
low. Keep ench milking separate, out i
1ecessary to mix from want of can room,
o it only after the milk hns been cooled.
Ve common abuse of milk in the winter
Is leaviug it in the stable with cows, un-
covered, Patrons seemingly have little
slea that it will hurt it.

Some feeds produce bad favor in milk,
snd should never be fed. Turnips, cab-
luge, beets and potatoes sre smong these.
Turnips are probably the worst. Milk is
uxceedingly sensitive, and great care
sunst be used in protecting the delicate
davor it possesses. Once lost it can

The Bugler of the Light Brigade.

Alexander Sutherland, who lived, and
perbaps stll lives, at 470 Clark Street,
Denver, Col., was positive in his asser-
tion that he sounded the bugle call for the
vharge of the Six Hundred at Balaklava.
In October, 1806, Louis Keller, a collec-
tor of autographs, wrote to Sutherland in-
closing an obitusry netice of Henry Joy
in the Chicago Tridune. The
Pribune said that Joy joined the Seven-
teenth Lancer when n youth, and remained
in the regiment twenty-eight yvears, Gen-
eral Lord Lucan, the obitaary article said,
stated in a written testimenial that Joy

printed

| was his trumpeter on theday of Balaklava,
| and Sir George Wombell, who was at
| Bulaklavy, said :

“1 heard Joy sound the Balaklava
charge. Joy's family has the bagls at the
present time. There were two horses shot
from under him during the charge and he
came out of the battle on a Russian horse.
He was slightly wounded in the heel dur-
ing the action. Joy received the Crimean
medal and four clasps, the Tarkish medal,
the good conduct medal and the medal for
distinguished services ifh the field.”

This is Mr. Sutherland's letter, written
last October, to Mr. Keller about Joy's
right to call himself the bugler who sounded
the charge at Baluklava:

“I have been forced to delay anewer-
ing your favor of the 26th owing to the
illness of my wife, The ioclosed item I
have read with deep interest, and if the
honor of sonnding the charge belongs to
Henry Joy I would not rob himofit. I
am sure, my dear sir, I would not rob the
dead of their honor, but I say now, as I
said to you in a former letter, I sounded
the charge for the Light DBrigade, the
charge of the Six Ilundred; bot I can ex-
plain to you in the most satisfactory man-
ner Mr. Joy's cluim to that honor. The
Six Hundred were divided into three
platoons, and two companies to each
platoon and each company had its bugler,
making six buglers. I was in the first
platoon with Lord Cardigan, who, you
know, made the charge. I sounded the
charge for the Six Hundred, but it was
searcely finished whep it was sounded by
the buglers of 1"+ second and third ple-
toons. And each of them besides myself
‘may say in solamn, bely trath that he
sounded the charge at Balaklava. But I
was Lord Cardigan’s bugler. [ sounded
the charge and was first to sound it, for I
wis with Cardigan, and nobody living
dare deny Lord Cardigas's right to the
hovor of that charge. Some plice here or
in the world beyoud are four other men
who can, to a certain extent, claim a lttle

The others could not sound it until 1 had,
for T was with Lord Cardigan in the first
platoon. To Henry Joy may rest as much
honor as to any other man in regard to that
chirge, but the honor of sounding the
charge firet belongs to me.

A NQTABLE BOOK.

There is perhaps no brighter or more
jnstructive chapter in the whole of Pro-
fessor Drummond's book than the one on
« Mortification.” The law of mortifica
tion in the life of the Christian is placed,
a8 It were, on a scientifie basis. [t is
shown to be io strict accord with the
principles which govern the growth and
development of life in the natural order.
Life cousista in a correspondence with suit-
able environment, and the freer and faller
is the correspondences the more perfect is
the life, Hence man's spiritual life con-
siste in the number and fulness of his

correspondence with God, from whom the
apiritual Iife drawa its nourishment. Dat
while man dwella here below he is still in
contact with the old environment, corres- |
pondence with which may be hurtful even
when it is not fatal to the spiritnal life.
f, then, he is to live the higher life he
wmust cepse to live the lower; or, what is
the same thing, if he is to correspond with
the new envirommant he must die to the

old, he must practise mortification. Now,

than the half, Tcis the man who tried (o
make the best of both worlds who makes
pothing of either. And he who seeks to
serve two masters misses the benediction
of both. But he who has taken his stand,
whn hag drawn & boundary line, sharp and
deep, about his life, who has macked off all
bevond as forever forbidden ground to
him, finds the yoke easy and the burden
light. For this forbidden onvironment
comes to be as If it were pot”

This is no new doctrine, It is but the
old dottrine in a new form, It isnpll jm-
plied in what our Lord says about taking
up ona's croas daily, and hating one’s life
in thiz world to save it inthe next; or
agair, in St. Paul’s injunction to mortify
the members that are upon the earth, to
put off the old man with his works and
put oo the oew. The teachiog of the
Gospel is arrayed in the garb of science,
and the garment fits, 'I'he laws of biology,
which is the science of organic life, shad
light upon the processes of the spiritaal
life, and bear ont the teaching of practical
theology concerning them.

But the system of practical theology
which meets the requireménts of Professor
Drummond’s theory of mortification was
not ** mude in Germany.” The doctrine
of salvation by faith enly, tanght by
Luther and his disciples, was little apt to
spur men oo to a life of self-denial. And
in fact, the instinctive tendency of IPro-
testantism has ever been to fight shy of
the Cross, as in symbolism 50 in the sphere
of active life, It bas hardly any idea of
what ** mortification” wmesns. The very
name baw all but dropped from its voeabu-
lary. Andso faras the practiee of this
virtue is concerned, it has shown itself
slmply incapable of rising to the high level
of the doctrine set forth by the learned
Scotch Professor. We bhave seen how un
Anglican writer, whose article on ** The
Christian Motive " was recently copied in
these pages from the Loodon Nafional

Reviow, attests that at the Reformation

‘To die to any environment is to with-
iraw correspondence with it, to cut our- |
gelves off, go faras possible, from all com- |
swunication with it. The spiritusl man II
having passed from Death unto Life, the |
natural roan must next proceed to puss |
from Life unto Death. Ilaving opened
the new set of correspondences, he must
deliberately close up the old.”

Certain of these correspondences must |
be closed up at once and abruptiy, ns being |
ruinous to the spiritual life. The method
of breaking with them is analogous to
suicide, the peculiar featore of which i»
that it is not only self-inflicted but sudden.
< It is the only decisive method of dealing
with any sin of the flesh, The very na-
ture of the relations makes it absolutely
imperative that every victim of unlawful
appetite, in whatever direction, shall toral-
iy abstain. Hence Christ's apparently
extreme and peremptory language defines
the only possible, as well as the only
charitable, expedient: *1f ‘thy right eye
offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from
thee. And if thy right hand offend thee,
cut it off, and cast it from thee." "

Thera is another class of correspon-
dences which cannot be closed up after
this sammary fashion. A less drastic
method has to be employed. ‘' Power
over very many of the commonest tesmipta-
tions is only to bo won by Jegrees, awl
Liowever anxious one might be to apply

the sumwsry method to every cuse, he

Mortification; which implies a gradual l
pirocess of putting to death; is now the
oxpedient to be resorted e, Take, for
instance, the cuse of the ill-tempered wan,
He canoot cat himself off from all that i
apt to proveke Lis noger, as the drunkard,
for exswmple, can from strong drink, Nor
can he plack ont his ill-temper, and cast it
irom ham, **The cise now is oot at all a
vurgical but a medical one, and the koife
iz here of no more uses than in u fever. A
upecifie irritant has poisoned his veins,
And the scrid bumors that are breaking
it all over the surface of his life are
inly to be subdued by a gradoal sweeten-
“ng of the inward spivit. It is now koown
that the human body acts towards certain
faver-germs as a sorf of soil. The man
whose blood is pure has nothing to fear.
So he whose spirit is purified and yweet-
ened becomes proof against these germs
of sin. *Anger, wrath, malice, and rail-

England a8 a whole did virtually reject
the Coansels of Perfection. The Oxford
Movement, which aimed st restoring in the
Anglican communion the higher spiritosl
life and heroic form of self-denial based
on the observance of the Evangelical
Counsels, was, ns the same writer points
out, but a return to the principles con-
stuntly maintained by the Catholic Chureh.

A movement nkin to that which Newman
led in England has been going on for some
time in Protestant Germany. In the
course of a recent addresa, P'rofessor Hur-
nack, the foremost Protestant divine in
the German Fatherland, warns bis co-
religiomsts against it. It is especially
relevant to our present purpose to note
the re.son why. His own words, quoted
in & late number of T'he Messenger of the
Sacred Heart, clearly and candidly set it
forth :

**The monastic tendency towards the
formation of saints, the self-sacrifice, con-
tempt of the world, and devotions in the
Catholic Church form a mighty barrier
and corrective against worldliness and
rormalism, which we deo not possess. In
the papacy, on the other hand, lies the
power of adaptation to circumstances,
personal authosity as agaiust the authority
of the letter, the tirm conviction that the
Church of God in the highest Instruce is
not to be governed by a tradition, but by
living men guided by the spirit of God.
But DProtestsntism, if 1t should continue
to develop on the lines of Catholigism,
could not resch these ldeals; for they are
cxcluded by its first principles.”

Now this ** mopastic tendency towards
the formation of snints,” this self-sacrifice,
this contgmpt of the world, what are they,
one and/all, but forms of that ‘‘mortifiva-
tion” which Professor Drummond shows
to be in harmony with the principles of
biologicnl selence? And they, are more-
over, precisely those forms of It that are
needful 1o develop the highest type of
wpiritual life. Yet Professor Harpack,
who knows the geniys of his own religion
if any one kuows it, sssures us that these
are “*ideals” which Protestaotizm could
never reach; nay, that they are even
incompatiblz with ita first principles.

In the Catholic Church, on ‘the other
hand, the law of mortification has even
been recognized nod applied in Ite loftiest
and most rigorous form. When the her-
mits of old fle | the baunts of men to bury
themgelves.in the willerness, it was this
great law of the spiritual life that sum-
moned them forth. Haviog opesed the
new set of correspondences, us Professor
Drammond would puot it, they proceeded
to clese up the old. That they might die
to the old environment, they sought to cut
themuelves off, as far us possible, from all
communication with it.  And the men and
women who to-day leave home and kind-
red, and geek refuge in the cloister, do but
follow in the footsteps of those men of
old, and ubey the same law, They take
vows of poverty. and chastity, and obedi-
ence, because i.cy would mortily their
members that are upon the earth, and be-
cause they realize that the whole cross is
more easily carried thao the half.

Both soul and body, therefore,
must be mortifiea. ‘The Catholic Church
alone makes provision for the mortifica-
tion of both. By her discipline of fasting
and abstinence the flesh is mortified, In
the principle of authority, as opposed to
private judgment, she possesses the only
instrument for sccomplishing the far more
difficalt and important task of mortifying
the proud intellect and stubburo will of
the natural man. Hers, therefore, we
may be permitted to repent it now with
emphasis, is the only system of practical
theology which satisfies the requirements
of Professor Drummond's doctrine,

The following extract is taken from a
letter from Bombay, dated March 18: 1
glad to be able to state that, according to
all appearances, things are growing better.
We have still every day more than g bun-
dred deatlis from plague alone; but, hav-
ing seen worse things, we look upon this
pow as nothing. What was looked upon:
seme months ago as something very dread-
ful is now considered with the coolest in-
difference. But epergetic measures are
now taken, It is rather late in the day,
but better late than npever. The Maunici-
pality bas been superseded and a commis.
sion formed by Government with General
Gatacre at its head, and he is thorough.
Moreover, temporary liospitals and segra-
tion camps ure being erected everywhere.
Several hospitals are in charge of our
nuns, and there is a difference between
them und other Sisterhoods. Our danghters
of the Cross are in she hospital of Govern-
ment House, Parel, nnd how well they
do their work you may conclude from this,
Government has the pgreatest difliculty
with Mussulmans; they will notleave their
houses or huts, but rather die. So Gov-
eroment invited tlie most influentinl mem-
bers of the Mabometan community to
pay a visit to the hospital at Parel. The
Governor himself was there to receive
them, and General Gatacre and others.
The goud nuns were at their work. The
Mahometans saw how tlhey treated the
poor plague-stricken creatures, and the
leader of the band came forth and said:

An education sought for and secured in
the right spirit is a priceless possession.
But when it is obtained or sought with
the mereé desire to possess knowledge
superior to that possessed by others it
loses its true essence. And it is in this
spirit, it seems to me, that too many eduo-
cations are being sought, Some one may
gay : ** Why question the motive in such a
matter, so long as the end is attaioed, and
the motive is one which means unbappi-
ness to thousands. If a girl goes to col-
lege only to be able to return and pose as
a superior young woman before her com-
panions who cannot enjoy u like privilege,
the end is not attadined in the girl, and the
result works unhappiness in the athfr
girls. And yet we see this sort of thing
going on constantly. Girls are either sent or
go, to college, nut merely tostudy, but to be
able to retorn and say that they have been
there. And how often it is that these girls
make the learning which they have secured
& source of unhappiness rather than a
pleasure to others? With the idea planted
in their heads by their parents that itis a
‘* superior” thing to have a college educa-
tion they return only to foster and de-
velop such feeling, Naturall, the true
aim and intent of education is lost.

A truly educated girl, if she has taken
advantage of ber privileges at school or
college, comes back to her home and
friends broadened in heart as well as in
mind. An -eduocational process which
sharpens and polishes only the girl's in-
tellect, and either deadens or neglects her
heart and soul, is & sorry imitation of what
an edunation really stands for and is. No
girl iseducated who simply kunows more,
in an intellectual way, than do her com-
panions. If her term at college has only
done that for her it hus done her as much
harm as good. Learning college lessons
alone will not take us through life with
any success. There are lessons of life
which have a far greater significance and
take a deeper hold upon us, The college
should prepare a girl for these : she should
not allow it to spoil her for them. A stay
of one, two or three years at college does
not teach a girl all that she must learn or
can know. Her greatest lessons are to be
learned after she leaves college, and the
people with whom she then associates will
be her best teachers of those lessons.
From them she will learn just in propor-
tion us she invites or repels.

The practice followed by some girls who
have been at college of bolding their heads
above those who have not is a foolish pro-
ceeding, and smacks of the most repulsive
kind of snobbery. It is never safe for us
to assume that we know more tham the
people around us, whether we are college-
trained or not. The people most humble
in their opinions are generally the best
educated. The really well-ednecated peo-
ple are those who share the results of their
privileges: with others, but who never
snobbishly flaunt themselves as superior
beings. Saperior airs, born of larger
means, social recognition or of wider
knowledge, stamp the ignorant and ill-bred
more surely than any other sign. The
well-educated wuman is discovered: she
never introduces herself. It is humility
that forms & very important part of a good
education.—Hdward W. Bok, in Ladies'
Home Journal.

Flavian,
one of their number, practised it in such
an heroic degree that, when they were all
suffering from hunger, he used to save a
portion of his scanty pittance that there
might be more for the rest. But this
charity shone brightest in the hour of
death. Two of their number died in prison.
The rest were led unt to be beheaded,
except Flavian, who was spared for the
time, and remaiced full of grief at this
separation. But his bretbhreo did not for-
get him. Just before his head was struck
off, Montanus, one among them, prayed
aloud that Fluviao might join them in
three days; then he tore in two the band-
age for his eyes, and left one half for him.
In three days Flavian was beheaded, He
blessed the Christians who stood by, if
they kept the unity of the Church and the
bond of charity. Then he boand his eyes

with the other haif of the bandage which i

Montanus had bequeathed to him, and
kuelt for the stroke of the sword.
