Although Edward Bellamy's work may 
seem to the economist and social philoso­
pher to be not Yery profound, there can 
be no questio,, that it accomplished a great 
(lea! in educRting the public and. stirring 
un thought as to the proper solution of the 
p;oblems which face the modern student 
ot economics.

The 
" ork was not perfect aa a specimen of 
literary art, but it S('rved the author'8 
purpose admirably. It was meant to show 
how, under a different economic scheme, 
the conditions of the great mus of the 
people might be made better tlmn those at 
present exi&tinir. Bellamy acbie'l"ed his 
object. Ilia doctr ines may be fallacious, 
but at leaet they have sufficed to ~bow the
