That
is to say, they accept it as a service-
able working hypothesis, and they as-
sume the evolution of species as a fact,
But of really demonstrative evidence
of the faet thus assumed they have
not one particle. We need not re-
mind Mr. Macleod that, in natural
science, demonstrative evidence is such
and only such ag is furnished by actual
observation and experimenl, Here,
then, is the latest expert judgment
upon the point by arecognized author-
ity in natural science, Professor Mor-
gan, in his recently published work,
Evolwtion and Adaptation:

“There is abundant evidence prov-
ing that species have been seen to
change greatly, when the conditions
surrounding them have heen chunged :
but never suo far, or rather in such a
way, that an actual new species that
15 mnfertile with the original has been

produced. The experimental evidence
in favor of the transformation of
species relates almpst  entively Lo

domesticated forms=, and. in this Cise,
the conscious agency of man seems in
gome cases Lo have played an import
ant part ; but here, even with the aid
of the fuctor of isolation, it eannot be
claimed that a s ,,I!' new -}u'l"lt'.\ has
heen produced, :llll[ull}_:h great changes
in form have been effected,”

twine anufacture. If the experi-
ment proves successful it will be a
great event for Manitoba farmers, as
furnishing a market for straw which
is now waste material and also re-
ducing the price of twine in the
province.

necessary at the rear of the building.
he unanimous verdict is that the
chqrch is the most magniticent ecclesi-
astwul‘ structvre in Stivling, with the
exception of Stirling’s ancient Oathe-
dral erected centuries #go for the wop-
ship of the sume God, with its altars
for the same Sacrifice, and by people
who professed the same belief ‘as that
professed by those for whom the new
church is intended. The situation of
the church is unlike that of most Cath-
alie churehés, inasmuch as the sanctu-
ary isat the west and the entrance at
the east end. The church is from de-
signs by Pugin & Pugin, London, and
the architecture is in the late decor-
ated Gothic style, having nave and
side aisles, chancel and side chapels,
with sacristies ; choir and organ gal-
lery above the entrance vestibule, and
baptistry at the end of the north
aisle. The exterior of the building
with its chaste decoration is haaod.
some.  Over-decoration hias heen
avoided, and Lhe whole leaves a pleas-
ing impression upon the mind. On
the front wall in a niche above a blind
arcading stands a beautiful statue of
the Blessed Virgin, One is also at-
tracted by the exquisite tracery work
on the windows. The front of the
bapistry is encircled by a panel upon
which has been cut in old English
characters, ** This is the Eternal Life,
that they may know Thee, the only
true God, and Jesus Christ whom
Thou hast sent.” (St. John xvii. 3.)
The lofty roof over the nave is fifty
feet from Hoor level, but the vaulting
seems to add to its height. To remove
the bareness of the appearance of the
roof the plaster work has been panel-
led with ribs of wood, the inter-sec-
tions have carved bosses. Stone wall
shafts carried from the nave arches,
and resting upon stone corbels carved
as angels, support the main ribs. The
anisles are separated from the nave by
twelve stone arches with circular
columns, six on either side, The Prud-
ham Quarries, Northumberland, sup-
plied the material for the arches and
columns in the interior of the church.
The arches which support the aisle
roofs spring from a point low down
on the aisle walls, and on the nave side
rest on exquisitively carved stone cor-
bels. The wood finishings in the in-
terior are of pitch pine, and the
benches have been made of American
oak, wax polished. The floor is of
wood, with tiled passages. Passages
lead from the side chapels to the
priests’ and boys' sacristies, and Lo the
confessionals. The church is 160 feet
in length by 06 feet in breadth, and is
seated for 1000 persons. It is lighted
by twelve aisle and fourteen clerestory
windows, and electric light has been
installed. For the heating of the
church the hot water system has been
adopted, the heat being distributed
through radiators placed throughout
the building. The altars are beauti-
fnl specimens of ecclesiastical art,
The High Altar first attracts alten-
tion. It is erected in a spacious chan-
cel, which is Ianid with beautiful mos-
aics, The altaris of white Caen stone,
the table resting upon six pillars of
Connewara marble, which separate
the front into three panels in which
Grothic desigus have been carved, The
centre of each design is u shield : that
in the middle panel shows the letters
A.D. (Agnus Dei) in a relief mono-
gram, and the other two shields have
the letters I.H.S. and M.R. in mono-
gram. The baldechino is in the form
of a huge dome supported on.six mar-
ble pillurs, the dome being beautifully
sculptured, ond over all stands a statue
of Our Lady. The reredos is wronght
in Gothic arches backed by rouge mur-
ble. The Altar of the Sacred Heart,
which is the gift of Mr. MacLachlan,
of Trvine Place, is a piece of exquisite
workmanship, and is [llui]t of alabaster
and marble. The altar, which is a
massive slab of alabaster, rests upon
four green marble pillars with Hore-
ated capitals. The front of the altar
represents the Sacred Hewrt encireled
with thorns and surmounted by a
crown, on either side being an adoring
angel. The super alter is chiefly of
alabaster, & handsome painting being
ensconced above the tabernacle, at
either side of which angelic forms are
carved. The side chapel is, like the
chancel, floored with mosaics. The
nave is seated in the usual fashion, but
in the aisles and in the front of the
nave chairs are provided for the use of
the congregation.—Glasgome Observer.

It appears that forgery is compara-
tively easy, and that even an expert can
be readily deceived by a forged docu-
ment ; but it seems almost certain that
if an adult, even of good education,
misspells certain words, it is almost
impossible for him to spell them cor-
rectly from dictation, unless aided by
a dictionary.

The word was
spelled  *hesitency,” which corre-
sponded to the spelling of the same
word in the incriminating letter,

forged the letter and sold it to 7
Times for a large sum.

In a similar manner, a mistake in
the spelling of the French word ‘- ve-
splendissant ™ was instrumental in

* famous diamond necklace™ that has
figured so largely in romance.

The order in question was undouht-
edly written by the Countess de La-
motte, whose education was defective
to a degree, although her manners
were churming and her conversation
versatile, This incident was one of

the principal causes of the Queen's un- |

popularity, and indirectly was the
means of bringing her to the guillotine
in the stormy davs of the French
Revolution.—Answrers.
