We
know that the Church has something
to offer, but we want this knowledge
bringing bome to our workingmen,
and the sooner this is taken in hand
the sooner will the drifting be
stopped. We want it dealt with
from every pulpit, so that our men
will know that under Catholicism
their interests, both spiritual and
temporal, are safeguarded.

The condition of the England of
300 years ago under Catholic
rule, and when the Catholie trades
guilds were in existence, is being ex-
ploited by our Labour paper as
Socialism. The religions aspect is
dropped, and the collective life of
the community is being represented
as being not Christian but Socialistie,
so that the very virtues of Catholic.
ism are being turped intoa weapon
to altack the Church.
