others.”

The Statesmman’s Yeav Book for
1811 gives the population in 1903 as
7,835,426, of whom 6,987,686 were
civilized and 647,740 uncivilized ;
(These latter are stated by another
anthority to be * wild”;) Americans
and Europeans 25,000 ; Chinese 50,000,
The Americana (1906) gives the popu-
lation as only 6,975,000, Our friend
remembers that theislands were taken
over by the United States in 1808,
Great claims have been made as to
conversions made by Protestant mis-
sions since that time. The story in
the Calgary Herald is therefore too
good, as stories intended to hit the
Qatholic Church usually are; for it
gives five millions to Aglipay's church,
and only leaves whatever may be over
and above that for the Gatholie Church
and the Protestants. Moréover, the
Statesman's Year Book gives the
death rate for Manila as higher than
the birth rate; and if similar condi-
fions are found elsewhere, the popula-
tion cannot have increased much since
1903. If we give Aglipay five millions,
and give the Protestant churches some
portion of their large claims, where
does the Catholic Church come in ?
There are an Archdiocese with an
Archbishop, and four dioceses each
with a bishop ; one Vicariate Aposto-
lie, and one Prefecture Apostolic ; and

hhe Spapish clergy were, to a great
extent, driven out, A powerful
factor in this rebellion was a secret
society, called Katipman, It imitated
Masonic paraphernalia and ceremon-
ies, but was not a Masonic society,
The larger and more important
parishes were then taken charge of
by the native priests; and this left
many parishes vacant.

But the more ignorant
of voters, along with the positively
corrupt who are paid for their votes,
are always around the polls. And, if
te true, as it is, of men, how much
more deleterious is it likely to be with
women ? In close and hot contests we
may be sure that the purchasable
the bad women, will be
coralled and deployed by the machine
in fall force. It is the good and
gentle, the pare and chaste, who will
refuse to be dragged through the dirt
and contaminated, Yet this is by no
means the worst of it.

*“The end, if not the aim, of the
suffeagette leaders, is to make the

has writtep a most readable volume
entitled Church Wardens Accownts

from the [ith centwry to the close
of the J7R° cendury. (Msthuen’s
“Antiquary's Series”). It is hard
to believe how much fascinating

history creptinto these old accounts,
Odds and endsof bygone gossip slip in,
and now their publication helps us to
build up the long-dead past. For the
student of Ancient History Dr. R:id
of Cambridge provides a fund of pro-
found scholarship in his new book,
The Municipabties of The Roman
Empire, (Cambridge  University
Press.) Perhaps the most interesting
recent book for readers in general is
the Hon. Stephen Coleridge’s Memo-
vies. (John Lane,) Itis full of good
things. From it we learn how un-
moved Gladstone was by social con-
ditions in England, while *foreign
atrocities " let loose all the floodgates
of his masterful elogquence, There 1s
also interesting reference to Cardinal
Manning, sometimes a guest at the
Uoleridge table.

Pye, however, had
an eye to business., He did not want
a butt of wine,—** money” was * his
suit” — and he arraoged a commuta-
tion for $135 annually. Ha died 1n
1513, and Robert Southey suceceeded,
followed by Wordsworth and Tenny-
son —three names sufficient to restore
the lustre of theofticeas held by Jonson
and Dryden. The post lay vacant
from 1892 to 1896 when Lord Salisbury
with the approval of Queen Victoria
appointed Alfred Austin. I have been
looking through someof his “official
poems” since I wrole last week, and
on the whole I am disposed to consider
them quite ** respectable,” With the
exception of the work that I prev-
ously mentioned.

For ghe first time in the history of
ountdoor processions in and around
London, there was a regrettable
disturbance last Sunday, when a
procession at Stamford Hill was
attacked. The procession started
from the Jesuit Church at Standford
Hill in the afternoon and traversed
the neighbouring streets amidst
admiring crowds. There were over
1000 persons taking part, and several
Guilds were represented, in addition
to the school children, Children of
Mary, League of the Oross Gaards,
ete. A beagytiful statue of our Lady
was carcied at the end of thelong
line, just before the Clergy, There
was nothing unusaal in all this, but
the police were LPrese&nl- in some force,
having received information of a
possible organised attack. However,
this resolved itsell into a scrimmage.
At one point in the line of route, a
man, probably o Kensit stalwart,
sprang out from among the
spectators and planting himself before
the bearers of the statue shouted at
the top of his voic * What heresy is
this?” The procession was aboa%peﬂ
but the man was soon surrounded by

Further reference to this and ene
or two other families, I must defer
for another chapter, as their parents
came from the old country, and must
be localized in other districts. T de-
sire to begin with the stem of the
tree, where first planted, and trace
out the branches, not always an
easy matter. This is the usual
system in writing even brief historical
notes, and this is why I shall be glad
to visit aged people, if 1 am
encouraged to pursue the work.

I ‘must intimate here again that
my ecircumstances will not enable
me to continue this, without move or
less encouragement in my little busi-
ness,  There is nothing useless in
what I have to offer, and if my notes
are at all appreciated, I should natu-
rally expect patronage enough to
help pay for paper, postage, ete.,
ete.

The Present *‘Silent Panic,”
The tightness of money, the grad-
ual decline in stocks on the New
York Stock Exchange for the last

experienced in floating bond issues,
indieate a condition in our finance
which the New York World call “a
tgilent panic.”’

The underlying canse according to
a New York Sun writer, is simp’y
that “at present there is not enough
money in the world to supply the
wants of the borrowers.”  That is,
ssavailable supplies of capital are
insuflicient to provide for all the fin-
aneing that borrowing governments,
muncipalities states colonies and
corporations have undertaken.”

Wall Street, explained several edi-
tors, suffers most because of foreign
influences. For it is impossible, de-
clares the New York World, to attri-
bute the “‘silent panic” to home
affairs.

“The crop outlook has rarely ever
been better than now. Speculative
excesses have been absent. Surplus
bank reserves are unusually large.
Business long since accepted the pop-
ular decree that illegimate monopo-
ly must cease, and is acting accord-
ingly. The number of people who
have so misread history, or 8o misap-
plied knowledge as to believe that
panics snd hard times are inseparable
from acts of tariff reduetion is now
comparatively small.

Butit has never had one
before so clearly resulting from for-
eign influences and so little due to

And The Sun, in aleading editor-
ial, after dismissing a number of
popular explanations of the stories
of hard times tells us that “What is
going on in Wall Street is  primarily
the reflection of Europe’s need for
money.”’

Similar conditions prevailing in
London arfe cxplained by the editor
of the London Statist as due to the
fact that whereas investors in Am-
erica, France, and Ge l'.n:m_\‘ have of
late years subseribed hige amounts
for neéw enterprises since the war fin
the Balkans, these countries appear
to have lest their nerve.”

That means that **borrowers have
had to resort to the Londen market”
to an almost unprecedented extent.
But all the world, according to The
Economist, is overloaded and over-
armed,’ and all the great financial
centers are feeling the strain. Many
recent loans have been undersub-
scribed and left largely on the hands
of the underwriters. London banking
underwriters, The Sun hears, “‘have
agreed to discourage further bond is-
sues until the present surplus is ab-
gorbed’and the c¢ongestion in the in-
vestment market relieved.” Wars
and rumors of wars, with expensive
military progams, have had their influ-
ence, but after all, thinks The Sun,
the trouble is that the bond market
is oversupplied :

“Under the tremendous outpouring
of bonds oif all varieties interest
rates have been driven down and in-
vestment eapital commands a higher
price and is worth more the world
over, The renctionary ten-
dencies of investment markets every-
where are traeable to this influence.
All alike are feeling the effects of a
world-wide eredit strain, of the state
of satnration in the market for capi-
tal. In time no doubt the situation
will ehange, but in banking circles it
is helieved that the change can be
brought about only by enforced econ-
omy, for at present there is pot
enough money in the world to supply
the wants of borrowers.

Despite the ¢ fund imentally good”
conditions in this country which our
papers and leading capitalists con-
tinue to emphasize those who are in
the hest position to know now be-
licve, according to Vice President
Talbert, of the National City bank
of New York, “that we have entered
into a period of dear money the dur-
ation of whieh is indefinite.” To the
question, What should we do? Mr-
answers : “First that
while critically scrutinizing eredits,
we should continue to lend freely to
legitimate manunfactures, dealers, im-
porter and exporters’ and “‘secondly
that new financing on a large scale
wherever possible should be post-
poned and all forms of enterprises
involving fixed investments of capital
‘should be discouraged if not entirely

He
always gave freely of his time and
means to assist the institution whose
welfare he had constantly in view.
His work during the past five years
was not less zealous than scholarly,

an excellent eritical facalty. His lab-
ours in this departinent, we are con-
fident, will bear lasting fruit. His
lectures in Law were exceedingly
thorough and fully justified the high
reputation which he brought to St.
Francis Xavier's as a legal scholar.
A man of unusual capacity for work,
of varied und brilliant attainments, he
took a deep and constant interest in
every department of college activity
and the students always found in hin
a cheerful friend and counsellor. Dr.
MacEchen, we uoderstand, will, for
the next few months, take a well-
earned rest, after which he will enter
upon the practice of Law in Halifax or
one of the Western cities. In leaving
he carries with him the sincere wishes
of the Faculty and students, who, whi'e
:egntting his departure, well know
that in him they will bave in the
future as in the past a warm and
