Jo towoe wberu the Moharumed1m 
population ie 10 tbc majol'ity, these 
veils are drawn acros1< the lower part 
of the f,sce when the wearers are oulo 
wl\lklng. 

Alo uiuriage much money iii spent 
oo 1:l11b<1r11te and costly outer coa­
tumee, which are donned on such 
,.,...,.t,daye u Obrletmas or EHter. 
Vo!r}' frfquently a bride"s drei>..eti will 
lie a heary debt upco the father or 
hueband who undertake• to 11upply 
tbew-a debt he will oot be able to 
liq11ldate for years. Olotbea of a ny 
cot.,r. cnt, or pattern are chosen, 
regardle11 of tbc.ir suitability to thn 
wearer, Tne streets of &Dy large 
Oriental city are a study by reason of 
the uried cut and color of the dresses 
worn by the women. 

Yuiitore to Jerusalem t.re generally 
f••orabl, impre ed by the appe&raoce 
of t.be Bethlehem women, and they 
are by far tbe moet attractive of tbe 
eex in Southern P4'leetine, Tbey say 
that a •peclal benedlclic,n rests upon 
them, becau.e of Our L'\dy'e con• 
nection with the town. Oertaioly, if 
outward looks count, for anything, 
they ban been well Cavol'ed. 

'l'be costume of the women of 
Bl'tblebem ie an uceedlo~ly pretty 
<>ne. e11pecially t.be j~cket. O.i thia, 
which is ur.u\lollJ of l{reen, red or blue, 
dt!ei1--u and lijlHree in dltfereot 
colorcd elllte are embroidered, SJme-

are content to bind a cloth of tbe 
aawe m~ke and color their roomy 
dr&1!ea about. tbair crowoa aod tem­
ples. 

Tbe women of the towoe are neat.er 
and cleaner t.ban thoee of the wilder­
oeee, Tbe l•t.ter rarely wash tbPm• 
1elves or cbanga their clotbee. The 
lon1r, looso dreaa of these women 1e 
madtt of uubleacbed cahco. I t ie wade 
in ooe piece and held u p by a l( irdle 
wound tightly r ound the waist . 'l'lle 
long aleevH, which tioieh upin a point, 
are frtc111ently uu l z •d as bl\8ket, 
Cl'adle, 01 sack. Pt>cke11 ,ue unl.nown, 
the roomy uo om and tbe loog, widti 
1leevea u1aklng up for the lack ot 
these. 

'l'he bead-dre1,s of the city women is 
a l"rge haodkerobi11f witb figured bor• 
der. Tola la folded in triangular 
ebape, arranged o•er the head and 
faeteot>d under the chin, A few'co1n1 
fre(pently make an addition to so sim­
ple a covering. Tbe women ot tbe 
camp is content with a long, narrow

Years ago in Lbat 
land 1 experienced winter weather of 
euch se•erity that if such Yieited this 
place the natJvee would be inclined to 
think that the country had moved 
towarde the N .)rlh Pole, M.my a 
time wae I scourged by wind-driven 
enow and bitt~n by piercing frost, and 
for many a day yet abe.11 Cape Breton's 
winteni oe recalled t.o memory because 
of their severity; and still they we1e 
bearable, and vigorous youngsters 
grew to lasty minhood while the 
olaets of Boreae blew throughout tbe 
1 .. nd. M.11,oy a modest maiden, too, 
did that. land produce, and their rosy 
countenances and comely pereon•s 
g,ve t.l!btimony to the hee.!thfulne88 
of the land that gave them birth.

Besides 12 Patti&rcbiates, there are 
Sl6 Residen tial Ar chbiabopa and 
Blabops, and the n umber of &oula lo 
ebarge of tbeee Archbishop• may be 
judged from the fact that His E mi­
nence, who a11 A t ch bt11boo of Bo,too, 
ia Metropolitan of New Eogland and 
baa u.oder him seven suffragan Biahope 
and ooe Alll.lliary Bishop. Four buo ­
cll'ed and tifty-oine Titular Bishopa 
and twenty-t Wl'o Abbote are employed 
io aeeietiog in t be spiritual wor k of

Tbe 
average voutb takes what the college 
gi•ea him and hie mental growth io 
academic fields stops there. Tbe 
Oatbollc boy too often leaves the ooo­
Ua tbollc school with a ematLer iog of 
truth, with a balf-tbougb t-out 11yetem 1 

and a few e&tcb-pbraeee wbicb stick in 
hie memory. AU of t hese negative 
the teachings of the Oburch. Not 
only d o they nega tive the teach loga of 
the Oh urcb, but they contradict 
fundamental t enet.a of Obrietianity, 
eol(endering doubt u to t be reality of 
God aa we ou rael•ee know H im. It ie 
a. ua cr itlciam to make of t be modern 
educational method, and yet lta trutb 
ia easily aubatt.ntiated. T be reason ie 
often found In the Ignor ance of the 
educators them11elve11 who have not 
sumcieot men tal pr oweea to find t.rutb 
aa i t e'Ilata.

The baby's weiabt le perba pa t he 
beat lndex the mother baa of hie coo• 
dl tlon . T ile average walgbL of ba bies 
of given ages are now pretty well , 
establir,bed , and a weiitb t noticeably 
lower t han t he average indicates a 
la.ck of development due either t o 
deficient. diet , or to illoeas, while an 
exce~a of fat may point to improper 
fE'ed1ng. If t be baby's weight either 
t'emains statiooarv for any consider, 
able t ime, or begins to fall off it ie 
alwave a 11ign tbat11omething is wrong: 
and the mother should eeek the help 
o f a good doctor, without delay. 

Tbe average gil'i wei11hs 7 pouo:1e 
at birth, while boys average half a 
pound bea.vier. 

During t he ftret four days the baby 
may lose from one to two t0Uocea to 
a poand, twhile waiting for t be moth• 
er'e milk to be established, but u soon 
aa be begloe to nuree reg.ilarly be 
~bould q uickly regain tbia l oae. O ur• 
10g the first month be should gain 
about three quarters of an ounce ~oh 
day ; then up to the aixtb mont h, from 
from four to eight ouocee a Wef'k, and 
from the alittb to the twelfth month 
t wo to four ounces a week. 

At three months the average ba by 
weighs from t welve to fourteen 
pounda ; at six mootba, fifteen to alx:­
t een :pounds ; at nine months, seven, 
teen to eighteen pouode : and at one 
r ear, twenty to twenty-two pouode. 
The baby thus ueually doubles bis 
weigbt e,t live or six montm, and at 
the end of bia tirst. yea[' weighs tbree 
times ae m uch as at birth. Moat 
babies do not gain quite steadily, 
week by week. Daring abort period&, 
owing to excessive beat, when the 
food is redu~ d , a baby~may show 
no gain, aod may even tall off a Ut, 
tie, Thie cooditioo should ibe tem­
porary aod be ought to begin to gain 
as aooo as the di11turbance aubaldee, 

Bottlt> fed infants do oot. gain aa 
rapidly during the first mootbe as do 
breu t-fed ba bies, but afi,er tbe nintb 
month they are apt to gain more 
steadily becauee they do noli loae 
weight as breast-fed babies uaually do 
attbe time of weaning. 

A very fat baby la not~ be desired . 
Although mothers are prone to believe 
that a tac ba by le e. healthy one, this 
la not necessarily true, An exclusive 
diet of cerlia.10 of t he proprietary in• 
fant foods, cooeietiog largely of eugar 
or of a_tar cb, ia very apt t o produce 
excees1ve fa t, and give a falee impres­
sion of abounding bee.Ith, since bonea 
a od muscle• may thus be depri..-ed of 
t heir proper nourishment. Overfat 
babies are very uncomfortable in t he 
summer from prickly beat and other 
ills. ~ 

In order t hat t he mother may be 
Informed 9& t o the baby's orogreee, 
be should be weighed a t regular lnter­
v11le througbout a t leaat t he firat year. 
For the first. week or longer, be should 
be weighed every day : d uring t be 
ft rat aix montb.i, once a week: and 
later once In two weeks. 

Breast -fed ba bies may be weighed 
JUBt before a nd just a fter a nuraing to 
determine bo w much m ilk t bev a.re 
gett ln~. aod to find out Wlltlt ber or 
not t hey need aupplementary feeding. 
They ebould be wei~hed in euctly t he 
ea ml! clothing both times, and, to de­
~rmine the dailv gain, at the same 
hour each day.
