Last week’s survey of the war
news was chiefly concerned with the
situation on the Italian front, where
the Italian offensive had met and
was meeting with great success.

The
long-threatened and long-expected
German offensive on Riga for which
the enemy had been preparing for
and organizing for for years, accord-
ing to reports, has at last come to
Seemingly the enemy reckoned:

The German troops have in a few
days accomplishéd their task, and
with but little losses, wp judge.

15 now in their possession. Russian
forees evacuated the city, some of
the armies offering no resistance,

The retreat of Lhe Russian troops is
a grave matter to the Allied nations.
It makes possible the eventual eap-
ture of Pelrograd, though military
crities think that there is no danger
of such an oceurrence before next
vear. The rainy saeson is due on the
ground towards Pelrograd in a few
weeks, and as a good deal of il is
swampy it would be impossible to
move a large army over this ground
in any reasonable time. The Riga
offensive began on September 1,
The artillery preparations commen-
ced al five ¢o'clock in the morning
with asphyxiating shells and gas
waves. The bombardment lasted
six hours, being particularly intense
it the region of Uxkull, Al sleven
o'clock in the morning, under cover
of his artillery fire, the enemy threw
his first pontoons across the Divna.
Twa of his bridges were destroved
by Russian batferies. At 1 o'clock
Germans had suceeeded in gaining a
fooling on the right bank of the
river. Throughout the afternoon
bitter struggles took place, the loyal
element among the Russian troops
constantly counter-attacking and
advancing against the enemy, The
Germans, having received reinforce-
ments, compelled the Russians Lo re-
tire to the north line of Uxkullezer,

eral thousands of Russians and more
than 150 guns.

Chronic Aleoholism.

Of much greatér significance than
the single acute alcohol poisoning,
says Prof Karl Dehio of Dorpat, Rus-
sia, in the “Seientific Temperance
Journal.,” is the chronic form of the
use of alcohol which ldads to chronie
aleoholism. 'This consists; in the
strict sense, of a continued series of
single acute poisonings. If the
separate indulgences in alcohol fol-
low each other in such suceession
that suflicient time intervenes be-
tween them for the after effects of
the first dose to complelely disap-
pear hefore the second is taken, then
we have to do with cases of repeated
separate drinking, but not with the
condition of chronie aleoholie pois-
oning, where the body is constantly
under the influence of the after ef-
feets of alcohaol.

If, on the other hand, the doses of
alcohol are repeated so elosely to-
gether that the effect of the second
dose begins before the after-effects
of the first have disappeared, then
the effects are cumulative and cause
corresponding disorders.

A so-called moderate guantily of
aleohol leaves behind effects that are
not completely gone after twenty-
four The repetition of such
a quantity every twentyv-four hours
leads, therefore, gradually to an ac-
cumulation of the effects, Lo a con-
tinuous effect, which is manifested
in a chronie diminution of menta)
and physical executive ability. Then
we have before us the econditions of
chronic alcoholism,

It evident that the origin of
chronic aleoholism depends not so
much upon the size of the simple
dose as upon repeated drinking at
such short intervals that a complete
recovery of the organism does not
take place.

since for sueh restitution from
moderate doses of aleohol, at least
fwenty-four hours are neeessary,
there is danger in the daily use of
alcohol, even if every single time
only so-called moderale quantities
are uged.

From the foregoing I come lo the
following conclusion:

Whoever desires not to put him-
self in danger of chronie aleoholism,
will avoid taking alcoholic drinksreg-
ularly and daily, for experiencs
teaches that whoever drinks daily
consumes as a rule,such guantities
that continued effects and ¢hronie
consequences ensue; in other words
he becomes a ehronie aleoholie,

I would not be misunderstood. 1
know many honorable men who
drink without becoming drunken
and withomt laying themselves open
to charges of negleet of duty, men
ho would vigorously protest against
being looked upon by their fellow-
citizens  as drinkers. Neveriheless
the sharp eye of the physician and
other keen observers detect in them
a certain physical ¢lumsiness, a cer-
tain dullness of the senses and of the
mind, a certain indolence and indif-
ference to political, social, and eth-
ical questions, which can be expla-
ined only as light, degenerative sym-
resulting from chronic alco-
holism,

Army Oflicers and Aleohol.

Grenfell, Kitechener and Roberts
of Great Britain, Von Haseler of
Germany, and Wahlberg of Finland,
have testificd that from their keen
observation of soldiers l'1!_'_1{i.,'..'1-l| in
warfare, abstainers from aleohol ean
stand up under hard work better
than non-abstainers, even though
they drink in so-called moderation.

A certain doetor took two gangs of
soldiers and set them to work at the
same kind of manual labour. To one
gang he gave an alcoholie beverage.
To the other gang he gave none.
The gang without the aleohol did far
more work than the gang with it.

The next time he tried the same
experiment he shifted the gangs.
Again the gang without the aleohol
did the most work, showing that the
result the first experiment was
not due to a superiority of the men.

Arthur Hunter, President of the
Actuarial Sociely of America, and
actuary of the New York Life In-
surance Company, says that “the

labourer who gains his livelihood by
the strength of his arm destroys by
thie use of alcohol the very founda-
tion of his efliciency.”

Yet it is the labouring man who
supporls the siloon.

Aleohol is also the same handicap
to mental workers that it is fto
physical workers, Experiments have
heen made with translating one lan-
cuage into another, with rifle-shoot-
ing. with memory, ete.—all showing
a marked loss of power to think af-
ter the use-of aleohol.

The aleoholist is a poor surgical
patient. Surgeons dread to tackle
the patient who has been a steady
drinker. He has less than the nor-
mal powers of recuperation.

The man in the liquor business is
a poor life insurance risk. The
experience of life insurance com-
panies has been so unfortunate with
this c¢lass of people that they are
now ¢lassified along with people en-
gaged in “hazardous occupations.”
To deal with liquor is indeed a haz-
ardous occupation, for the barkeeper
is likely to be constantly tempted,
and the constant use of liquor un-
dermines the health. The death rate
nf the saloon proprietors is said to
be 182 per cent. of the regular death
rate—New Century,

Crimean Relief Work and th
Aftermath.

(Gerald C, Tracey, 8, J,, in S&merica.}

In these days of highly efficient
relief work n war it is.. inter-
esting Lo go over forgolten records
of other wars and glimpse the pa-
tient labours of brave women who
silently passed up and down the
wards of hospitals tending the woun-
ded and nursing the sick, without the
aid of any relief organization oflici-
ally sanctioned by a government.
The good work done by Florence
Nightingale, Mary Stanley, and a
greal many others whose names
have not lived in connection with
the Crimean hospitals is all the more
remarkable for the faect that there
was no ftradition {o guide them:
they were blazing new trails, Even
the Sisters who were trained to care
for the sick as a part of their Ap-
ostolate had never met the sick un-
der eonditions so strange as those
prevailing in the eastern Hospitals.
For them it was a new venture, as it
was for the lady volunteers, and the
paid nurses, and greal credit is due
to all who had a share in mitigating
the horrors that followed fast upon
the glories of Inkermann.

There is a certain charm in the
implicity that marked the directions
aiven to the group that fiest left
England under the direction of Flo-
rence Nightingale to do relief work
for the British Government, It will
be remembered that it was com-
posed of divers slements. It is wilh
the Sisters of Merey in that party,
that this paper is chiefly eoncerned,
They were given a set of rules, a

modification _or adaptation of their
ordinary rule of life, intended to
meetl extraordinary ecireumstances.

Briefly they were to act as follows:
(1) The Sisters are to attend to the
spiritual and temporal wants of the
Catholie soldiers in the hospitals, but
to the temporal wants only of the
Protestant soldiers. (2) They are noi
to enter into controversy or discus-
sions, bul to inform the CHaplain of
any non-Catholic desirous  of in-
struetion in the Catholie faith. (3
The interests of religion being nearls
concerned in union and goed order,
the Sisters are to observe thaf
ence in the hosopitals that their rule
directs,

Every Catholic in England was
concerned about the mission under
faken by the Sisters. Their lot was
to be cast chiefly among those nol
of the Faith, and they were to take
their orders from the lady superin-
tendents, not one of whom was a
Catholie. If the Sisters failed to win
universal respect, if the least incom-
petence or want of prudence was
shown by them, there would be sad
hearts in communities and eongre-
gations at home, How heartening
then to those interested in the mis-
sion to hear ®eek after week of the
splendid work done in the East.

rom Commanding Officer toprivate,
from the chief medical authority
fo the simple orderly came a united
tribute to the untiring, skilful, and
gentle nursing of the Sisters of Mer-

sil-

¢y. Henee the joy in every eonvent
when official commendation peached
the quiet of the cloister, where

prayers were constantly ascending
heavenward for the success of the
Crimean mission. In a report to the
War Ottice, December 24, 1855, the
Depuly  Purveyor-in-Chief  wrotle;
“The superiority of the Order sys-
tem is beautifully illustrated in the
Sisters of Merey. One mind appears
to move all and - their intelligenee,
elicacy and conscientiousness nvest
them with a halo of extreme confi-
dence, The medical oflicer can safe-
ly assign his most eritical cases to
their hands, doses ordered every five
minutes will be faithfully adminis-
fered, though the five minutes” labor
were repeated uninterruptedly for
a week,”

The following vear 1856, when the
Sisters were leaving Balaklava, Sir
John Hall, Inspector-General of Hos-
pitals in the Easl, paid them a visil
to express his thanks for the work
they had done. Moreover, he for-
warded a letter to the Superior,
Madame Hridgman, who was resign-
ing the charge of the General Hos-
pital inty the hands of Florence
N“ightingale, His letter, in part, read:

My deur Madame—I1 cannot peér-
mit you and the Sisters under your
airection to leave the Crimea with-
oul an expression of the high opin-
ion I entertain of your ministrations,
and of the very important aid you
wve rendered to Lthe sick under your
care. I ean most conscientiously as-
sert, as I have on other occasions
stated, that you have given me the
most perfect satisfaction ever singe
1 have assumed charge of the pur-
sing department in the General Hos=
pital at Balaklava. [ do most un=
feignedly regret your departure. . .
I enclose a letter from Sir William
Codrington, Commander - in - Chief,
expressive of the sense he entertaing
of vour services, and I fee]l assured
vou must leave us with an approving
conscience, as [ know yvou do gvith,
the blessings of all those whom you
have aided in their hour of need.
To Him who saw all our outward
actions, and knows our inmost
thoughts and wishes I ecommend you.
And may He have you and those
under you iu His holy keeping is
the prayer ¢f yours faithfully,

The
Colonel jumped up from his seat and
delivered a warm defense of the
ladies who had nursed him in the
hospitals of the East. Then he han-
ded the maligner a card, saying:
“If you say another word against

these saintly gentlewomen 1 shall
call you out directly.

The ecowardly slanderer
subsided. It must be added for the
sake of historical ftruth, that the
Colonel's life-long regret was that
he did not “have a shot at him.”
The British Government expressed
its thanks for the Sistérs’ labours
among the sick and wounded, and
Lord Panmure, Seeretary of State,
requested that they “might be in-
formed of his satisfaction at the
work which they had performed
with so much seal and devotion.”
He expressed his “thanks and cor-
dial approval of the services ren-
dered by them to the sick and woun-
ded of our army in the East.” This,
however, was by private letter, It
was the Sultan of Turkey who really
thanked them officially. In Decem-
ber; 1856, Bishop Grant was officially
informed that the Sultan wished to
present the Sisters who had nursed
Turks as well as Christians in the
Ottoman Empire with a testimonial
of his appreciation of their services.
In making this communication to the
Bishop, as it had come to the War
Office in London from the Sublime
Porte, Lord Panmure added thal he
wished the Sisters to realize the
“sense entertained by Her Majesty's
Government of their devotion to the
sick and wouned soldiers in the
Fast.” As might be expected, the
Sisters whose ‘servieces were wholly
gratuituous, declined to accept any
zift that might savour of remunera-
tion. Cardinal Wiseman and Bishop
Grant would not allow them to send
an absolute refusal to the kind offer
of the Turkish Sultan. The War
Office, too, did not wish the kind
offer of a foreign potentate to be re-
fused. It was agreed by the eceles-
iastical authorities and the govern-
ment that the Sisters were to receive
the money from the Sullan and to
devote it to the use of the sick and
poor among whom they were labor-
img. A letter from Lord Panmure;
Secretary of State, to Bishop Grant,
assigning to each community that
had sent volunteers to the Crimea, a

definite sum of money, e¢losed the
matter. The Sultan’s gift amounted
to £€230. Strangely enough the sum

received from the Sublime Porte
was the only royal recognition the
Sisters received for their labours
among the sick and wounded of all
nations, classes and creeds, in the
Eastern hospitals during the Crime-
an War. Twenty-four of their num-
ber had gone to the front. Two
found graves on the heights of Bal-
aklava. The others returned to their
convents to pass their lives in pray-
ér and labour for others.

There can be no ques-
tion as to a lukewarmness as regards
anylhing connected wilh the war on
this side of the border; the history
of the past three years is too fresh
in our memory to prevent such a
supposition, . But the individual
goodwill of Canadian Catholics must
be reached and made effective by
organized effort, if the Catholic Huts
Fuand is to become a success il
should. Now, organized effort re-
quires an organization, and the only
organization apart from the Catholie
Chureh herself, which ‘can reach
Canadian Catholies from Vaneouver
Island to Prince Edward Island, is
the Knights of Columbus.

Acecordingly, when asked last April
by the Senior Catholic Chaplain to
organize a Catholic Hut Moyvement
in Canada, I turned at onee, having
first received the approbation of his
Excellency the Apostolie Delegate,
to the Knights, A letter explaining
rather fully the nature and need of
the work was addressed to the State
Officers of the Knights of Columbus
in Canada, asking for $1.00 per capita
eontribution. This request was ac-
ceded 1o, and though there may be
gome delay in collecting and for-
warding the funds, it is out of the
question to suppose that the Knights
of Columbug of any Province of Can-
ada should go back on their pledged
word. The eonfribution™ of ‘the
Knights, which is expected to realize
820,000, afforded sufficient security to
give orders for the construction of
fents and huts overseas. The move-
ment was th®n well started.

THE CATHOLIC PRESS.

Il was next necessary to give the
movement, the necessary publicity,
that the individual Knight might be
acquainted with the details of the
work and that the matter be pul
before the Catholic public. Aeccord-
ingly an article was written for the
“Columbiad,” and a series of arlicles
was supplied to the six Engligh
Catholi¢ weeklies published in Can-
ada. | cannot sufficiently thank
these papers—Lhe “Catholic Record,
“The Catholic Register and Canadian
Extension,” “The Casket,” “The Can-
adian Freeman," “The North West
Review,” and “The New Freeman,
for the splendid manner in which
they have contributed both their
news columns and their editorial
pages. Two thirds ol the Catholies
of Canada read Freéneh newspiapers,
and i order that our French-speak-
ing fellow-Catholies might mive this
movement their enthusiastic support,
I appealed to an eminent Quebee
Churchman to zet the facls placed
before them.

THE AMERICAN KNIGHTS,

It was at this junclure that the
Anierican Knights organized thew
Hut Movemeat. The Supreme Dir-
octors at a meeting in New Haven
in the middle of June imposed a §2.00
per capita tax on all members of the
brder in the United States, and or-
dered a campaign week in July,
daring which Knights of Colum-
bus teams would personally solicit
contributions from all Catholics. A
million dollars was demanded. By
August 1 the money was in hand and
orders given for huts, amounting Lo
at least*half a million dollars. The
Supreme Convention held a few days
later not merely endorsed what had
been done bul defermined fo inerease
the Fund tenfold.

The 1917 Fall Fair.

This year the Fall Fair will be
held on Sept. 27th and 28th. Con-
irary fo the practice of previous
vears the stock will be shown on
both days. The exhibition Commit-
tee are doing their utmost to pro-
vide for a big exhibition. Three new
buildings have been erected on the
grounds as well as a sheep shed and
extension to the poulfry accommo-
dation. One of the buildings is one
hundred feet by twenty-six and will
provide stall room for about {ifty
horses. Two others are seventy-
five by twenty-two feet each, and
are conveniently located to house the
catile. It will therefore be possible
to care for the stock on the grounds
over night. This arrangement will
prove convenient to people from the
Eastern sections of the County, who
have hitherto found it difficult to
bring up their stock and return on
the same day.

The Prize Lists have also been ex-
tended and much improved. By re-
ference to the printed list it can be
seen that now the number of prizes
increases with the number of en-
tries in the elass. For example,
when there are as many as sixteen
to twenly entries there will be
twelve prizes; if there are twenty-
one to twenty-five entries, there will
be fifteen prizes.
