More than once this venerable apoule
went on foat ‘or in a canoe to visit
ihe missions on both sides of the Bay
of Fundy, from Bay Chaleur to Canso.
Several priests are asid 'to have labor
ed in those missions after the year
1167, but their names are unknown. to
me.  About {his time the country was
Irequently disturbed by French and
English raids.

In the year 1187, Rev. Father Gaulin
and Rev. Father Truve are known to
have ministered on these missions.
Father Truve resided several years
at Amherst. He was on a visit of love
and mercy at Canso, when an Indian
hastened there to inform him that
Ben Church had set amherst on fire;
and that the town, including the
Church and glebe honse, had been en-
tirely destroyed. PFather Truve at
once directed his steps homeward, but
was spared the grief of =eeing nis

loved mission in ruins, for he diad
from fatigue and exposure on the
shores of the Strait of Canso, and

there he was buried by his sorrow-
stricken Indian guides.

After the Treaty of Utrecht. in the
vear 1713, France spent £85,000,000
fortifying Louisburg, the Dunkirk of
America. The population before its
downfall was about 25,000, The work
of the Catholic missionariezs was be:
coming more diffieult. Kvents were
slowly leading up to the saddest of
all; the expalsion of the Acadians. in
the year 1755, when the penal laws
nf EKlizabeth were enforced in Nova
Scotia, and some 10,000 Acadlans were
deported to the United States. Many
families were thus separated and
never again re-united.

The Recollets came to Louisburg in
tlie year 1718 and they extended their
apostolic labors throughoul Eastern
Nova Scotia until the capture of
Louisburg by the British in the year
1758 when the Recollét Fathers wepra
arrested and seunt to France,

The Recollets were assisted in Lheir
work by the Brothers of Charity and
the Sisters of the Conzregation de
Notre: Dame of Montreal, who were
¢°80 expatriated to France. Sister St,
Thecla died during the voyage aeross
the ocean and was buried at sea.
Sister St. Augustine and Sister 3t.
Arsene died in a convent at Larochelle
a short time after they had arrived in
France, Just 100 “-ears after, in the
vear 1858, the “fost Rev. Archbishop
MacKinnon founded a mission of tho
Histers of the Congregation de Notre
Dame at Arichat, C. B. The first Sup-
erior of this mission was Mother St
John of the Cross, later Superior
Coneral of the Congregation at Mon-
treal. Her successors were Mother St.
St. Maurice,
One of the first teacners was Mother
8t, John of Calvary, later on an As-
sistantGeneral. They have all gone
to their heavenly home, but they still

‘live in the affection of friends, whosc
‘good fortfune it was to have known
them in life,

The first pupil among the Scots to
join' the Sisters of the Congregation
was Sister St. Stanisias, a nlece of
the Right Rev. Bishop Cameron. Sha
is the first of a long list of Camerons
to become religious of the Congrega-
tion de Noire Dame, Sisters of Charity
and Sisters of St. Martha, the three
principal religions orders dolng works
of merey in Antigonish  [Diooese.

‘Jones was named Vicar&eneral  to
sneceed Rev, Father Bourg, who died
ghout the vear 1785. He labored zeal-
ously in the interest of these missions
putil his death in the year 1815.

The ¥French settlars in Antigonish
Counity are the descendants of several
famBies who fled from a religlous per-
sacution in St. Malo, France, about the
year 1762. In the year ‘1775, Cheii-
camp, CiH., was settled by fifteen
familles from the mainland, probably
Antigonish County. The French who
had gone to St. Pierre and Miguelon,
after the capture of Lounisburg, in the
yvear 1758, began te return, in the year
1766, so that there were 502 French
Catholics in Cape Breton in the year
1766, and 201 Irish exiles from Erin,
In the vear 1763 there were 420 Catho-
lics in Cape Breton, of whom 211 were
Franch; uat Canso there were
Cathglics, of whom 197 were French.
The remainder was made up of both
Irish and Scots. It is difficult to ac-
count for the presence of the Irish
and Scots in Eastern Nova Scotia in
these early times. Haowever, it is said
that many of them came to the colony
with English regiments and English

276

colonists.

In the year 1793, the penal restric
tions of Elizabeth were relaxed. In
the same vear the 8$4th Highland Scot
tish Regiment was aisbanded at Hali-
fax, and about 4000 Scottish soldiers
were give grants of land in the Mar-
itimeé Provinces. Many of the Catho-
lig soldiers settled In Antigonish aad
in Cape Breton.

About the year 1790, a very large
number of French returned from St.

Plerre and Miquelon, and with them
came the venerable and beloved Fath-
er Lejaintel He resided at Arichat
and wisited the Cathoilc missions as
far west as Tracadie, N. 8., and in
Inverness County as far north as Chetl
icamp. At the same time, Rev. Father
Allaine was in charge of the Catholics
living on the Magdalen Islands.

Father Lejaintel was an exile from the
diocese of Avranche after the French
Revolution. He labored with admir-
able zeal and courage on these mis-
sions from the 1790 until the
vear 1818,

After the Rebellion of 1798, in Ire-
land a large number of Irish exiles
came to the Maritime Provinces. The
first resident Irish priests in the dio-
cese of Antigonish were the Rec.
Father William Phalen and Rev, Fath-
er Power.s Father Phalen resided at
Arichat, C.B.

There was no resident priest at Aris-
alg, N5, a'ter the departure of Rev.
James MaecDonald, in the vear 1800.
The wonderful and indefatigable
Bishop MacEachern crossed the Strait
of Northumberland in all seasons,
from P. E. L, to minister to the Cath-
olics of thig parish until the arrival of
another Secottish pioneer priest, Rev,
Alexander MacDonald, in the year
1802, Father Alexander had exercis-
#d the sacred ministry in the High-
land of BScotland for twenty years
before coming to America, He was a
man of broad views, and had great in-
fluence with the eivil authorities.
When he died at Halifax, in the year
1816, the Admiral of a British squad-
ron offered one of his warships to con-
vey the remains to Arisaig for burial
The Scottish Highlanders were not
acoustomed (o this manner of carry-
ing their dead, so they did not accept
this gracious offer, Through love and
respect for their beloved pastor, sev-
eral stalwart Scots carried his re-
mains from Halifax to Arisailg, in the
depth of winter, a distance of nearly
one hundréd and fifty miles.

Roy. Alexander Macdonnell, also a
Scottish Highlander, who had arrived
in the colony some time previons, now
took chargé of Arisaig parish. In the
year 1318, he was emoved to Judique.
The Blshep of Quebec appointed him
to visit all ghe missions on Caps Bre-
ton Isiantl  He died Sept. 18, 1841,
aged 59 yeoars.
