The |’
mfant mortality rate of the towns,
as a group, averages just about
double that of rural communities, In
many large cities, where health work
iz carried on vigorously, the death
rate is lower than for the state or
province generally, and the  average
annual death rate for a period Jof
ten yearg in eleven of our
Seotia towns was under 12.5. Why
should all of our towns not enjoy a
rate at least that low.

Because of the fact that the need
for health work is greatest in the
towns, this letter is being sent in the
hope of enlisting the special interest
of those responsible for the govern-
ment of our towns, A thorough
clean-up of all parts of every town
is urged as a first step, with contin-
uced attention to all places, especially
manure piles, where flies may breed.
This, of course, should be more than
an annital event, and should be a
continued effort. Particular atten-
tion directed to the importance
of effective centrel over out-door
privies and cess-pools, from which
flies may econvey infection far and
wide, and from which water supplies
may be dangerously polluted. Food
supplies. and especially milk, should
be properly supervised in respect to
production, transportation and mar-
keting. The need for adequate pro-
tection of the water and food Supp{tes
must be obvious to all
