“The Sacred Heart Review,” one
of our oldest Catholic papers, under
the heading, "A Gatholic Need,” in a
late izsue said:

cords. We are losing our historical
data, and forgetling much of Lthe
past that it is a duty to preserve and
remember,” says an exchange. Wha
were Lhe pioneer Catholies of this
city? What were their activities?
What were their good works as cit-
izens and churchmen. Who wers
our pionger priests. Where is Lheir
a record of their zealous (‘arnors—
the memory of which will serve o
do them honour?”

I may add to the list of the above
questions that the record of their
zealous careers would prove an ip-
spiration and stimulus to those of
the Sacred Ministry of Llo-day to
emulate the example they afford.

In the Uniled Stales historical re-
search work, more espeeially of the
kind suggesled, has been vigorous-
ly taken up, and is being proseculed
with zeal and earnestness.

more sections, every member of
these Committess should have allol-
ted to him a cerfain task Lo execute,
or area Lo sxplore,. Reporis. from
edch member 10 his Committesa
should be made al staled intervals
which should disclose all the infor-
malbion he gaiped and the source
whence derived, and sach Committee
should ia turn report periodieally Lo
a Central Committee, say at Anligo-
nish whose duty it would be Lo verify.
tabulate, and assimilate, the material
thus gained.

The next important item i3 who is
to be the Anal compiler, and author
of publication. Should it be the
product of an individual, or of a
Committes, I the  conclusion
should be to sele¢el one per-
son, I know of no more el-
igible, or suitable person or one who
would be more devoled to Lthe task,
than J. .. MeDougall, Barrister of
Strathlorne. He is well equipped
for it and would impart to it a raci-
ness and lilerary finish nol easily
pxcelled,

Too much, far too much delay has
aleeady taken place and further in-
aclion would be deplorable, L appeal
to every one interested, especially
those of Lthe Eastern Diocese, wheth-
or al home or abroad to entdr
promptly into the project with heart
and soul and give it all the support
and encouragement they ean,

The lives of many splendid men
will thus so far as it is possible be

reserved from oblivion and their la-

ors and example will be a foreaful,

stimuiating influence upon lhose
occupying similiar positions today,
as well as o others i the future,
