CORRESPONDENCE.

Editor of The Casket.

May 1 again ask your indulgence
in publishing a reply to “Ratepayer”
in your issue of Dec. 7. There seems
to be a misunderstanding as to the
law rmegarding the poll tax now col-
lectable for Municipal purposes, and
consequently the space in your wval-
uable paper could not be put to bet-
ter advantage than to publish this
reply. 1 am mot a lawyer and do
not wish to be drawn into a news-
raper controversy with a man in
ambush, but I think as a councill-
or for the Municipality of Guysbor-
ough it is only fair to my gonstitu-
ents, since this matter is now in the
press, to acquaint them® whence tho
present law originated. T stated in
my former letter that this matter
was never before the board of Coun-
cillors for the Municipality of Guys-
torough. I still say so. And fur
ther 1t 'was not necessary in order
to legalize the three and one dollar
poll tax as levied this vear, as . you
will see by the Act hereinafter quot-

ed. Let me first sayv that “Rate.
payer” has not published the wholz
Act, but only that part that suits

his purpose. But even with the part
he has published it is only good Eng-
lish to read that the annual compul-
sory Poll tax for Municipal purposes
is three dollars for non-assessed
male persons and one dollar for ac-

sessed male persons between the
ages of 18 and 60 years.
With these preliminaries Mr. Edi-

tor 1 would ask if you would please
rublish the whole Act as I find it in
Chapter 56 of the Acts of Nova Sco-
tia for the year A. D. 1921 and
the old law which was repeated
the present Act.

The old law is found in See. 5.
Chapter 5 of the Nova Scotia statutes
for the year 1918

You will ob-
serve that the Nova Scotia Parlia-
n.ent has made it compulsory to cof-
lect a Poll tax of $3.00 on all male
persons residing in the Municipality
between the ages of eighteen  and
sixty vears who are not assessed for
property income, and $1.00 for
the same ages who a&are assessed.
You will further notice that it is op-

hence the law is as it was left by the
Pardiament of Nova Scotia, namely 2
Poll tax of $3.00 and $1.00 respect-
wvely.
