Canadians
Go East

Ever since their "Iandmg leave” was over Canadian troops
in Britain have been grousing far action, jealous of their Aus-
tralian and New Zealand cousins who have been given plenty to

do in the east. Their fellow-soldiers
impatient to get as near the war as Great Britain. But at last
Canadians some of them — have been transferred to what
may soon become a theater of actual war,

It was announced last Saturday night that a Canadian con-
tingent had been disembarked at Hong Kong, Britain’s crown
colony in China. The strength of the force has not yvet been giv-
en out. At a guess, it would not be convenient to move more
than a brigade or so at a time, and yet to break up the corps for
long might not be wise, and it cetr tainly would not be popular. It
may be that in time all the divisions wtent]\ in England will be
sent to the far east, and tha.t replacements and HLI])}]]IEH will soon
be going overseas from a “western Canadian port."

It is exactly 100 years ago since the British ‘runk
Hong Kong (Red Island), then, as now, comprising 32 square
miles of peaks, with good harbors. and a anahgw location. Its
population was then a scant 2 OUIJ now it is nearly a million, of
which number only 18,000 ave of European origin.

The island lies in the mouth of the Canton river. A few
years after the British occupation a portion of the mainland
nearby a peninsula — was ceded to Britain by China, so that
altogether the colony now comprises a rough square, with twenty-
mile sides. It has been strongly fortified since the Japs began
their invasion of China four years ago. Japanese troops oceupy
that part of China immediately adjoining the Hong Kong colony,
while the large Japanese island base of Formosa lies only 376
miles to the northeast. The island of Hainan, also Japanese,
is about 250 miles to the south east. So in the event of trouble
with Japan the Canadian garrison would probably see all the
action they wuld wish for. The nearest good neighbor is 500
miles away to the south east — the Philippine island of Luzon.
Singapore is almost 2,000 miles away to the south.

Japanese And
U. S. Relations

The special Japanese envoy, K. Karusu, who travelled
across the Pacific by plane last week, is now in Washington with
the Japanese ambassador trying to smooth out the differences
between Japan and the United States. Observers believe that
the “conversations” cannot do much to improve the strained re-
lations between the two countries,

It will be remembered that in protest against Japanese
aggression in China the U.S.A. cut off exports to Japan (ineclud-
ing the vital flow of aviation gasoline), and increased the volume

of war supplies to China. This attitude slowed up the Japan-
ese war effort in China and aroused bitter feeling against the
States amongst the military party in Japan.

Japan says that since she is the most powerful nation in
Asia it is her mm to bring about peace and prosperity on the
western shores of the Pacific, and that she should have a free
hand in putting that progi dl'll into n}lmdlmll From the Iumn-
ese viewpoint, American aid to China is rank interference in a
matter that does not concern the States at all — interference
that cannot be justified. Like ly enough, the Japs feel that they
are being very badly treated by the United States.

It is highly unlikely that the United States will depart
from the stand she has taken. That she will eontinue to aid
the Chinese and blacklist the Japs until Tokio ends the war on

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Naval
Afflairs

The Royal Navy suffered a grievous loss last Friday morn-
ing when the famous aircraft carrier, Ark Royal, was sunk in the
Mediterranean, after attack by two Gemmn U-boats. The Brit-
ish destroyer screen put the submarines to flight, and the strick-
en carrier was taken in tow, in the hope that she could reach Gib-
raltar. It was then about four o’clock Thursday afternoon. Her
planes (60 in all), much of her war gear, and most of her crew
of 1575, were taken off. Early Friday morning it was seen that
the ship was sinking. Two hours later, when 25 miles from port,
she went down. One man was lost.

The fact that men and planes were saved lessened the
blow, but Ark Royal had done such good work in ev ery section of
the war zone, and hid so successfully beaten off all enemy efforts
to sink her het etofore, that the British people felt quite a senti-
mental interest in her, and regretted her loss all the more keen-
ly. Launched in 1938 she cost around fifteen million dollars to
build. She was the third ship of her name in British history,
the first being the flag ship of Lord Howard of Effingham in the
action against the Spanish armada.

Ark Royal was about the best of the pre-war aircraft car-
riers, most of which had been built for service as eruisers, and
had been converted to use as plane carriers. The first uhlp de-
signed from the beginning as a mother ship for fighting planes
and bombers was H. M. S. Hermes, commissioned in 1924, with
capacity for just 15 planes. War experience showed that the
Ark Royal plan had some weaknesses, and the necessary im-
provements took form in the six carriers of the Illustrious class,
put into service in 1940. Other ships of that class are being
built, so the loss of Ark Royal is not the catastrophe it would
have been in the early days of the war.

Mr. Churchill announced the other day that U. 8. naval
help had been so satisfactory that the Royal Navy wi as now able
to divert a powerful squadron for service in the far east, based
on Singapore. This force is believed to consist of six battle-
ships, two aireraft carriers, and a proportionate number of light-
er craft.

It is not expected that this squadron is powerful enough
to go north and seek out the Jupanese fleet for destruction, in
case of trouble with the Nipponese. Nevertheless, if the Japs
had any designs on the Holland East Indies it may be considered
that by this time they are pretty well blocked. To operate down
in the south China Sea the Japs would be a long way from a base,
with no friends, and would have to face the powerful shore-
based British and Netherlands air fleets as well as those on the
aireraft carriers. Finally, the U. S. Pacific fleet would be on

The President prom-
ised that the nation would take action to meet the various labor
problems which had been holding up produetion, and which had
caused unrest among the government supporters. At that, the

By their
terms U. S. ships may now sail to any part of the world, even
through so-called zones of war:; and may enter any ports, even
those of belligerents.

Speaking at all three Masses q't St.
Ninian’s Cathedral last Sunday morn-
ing Rev, J. BR. MacDonald discussed
a topic of greal importance in. the
economic as  well as the spivitual
sphere—post-war conditions and the
back-to-the-land movement. The ad-
dress was. grave in its. import, but
logical and far-seeing in the remedial
action whieh it suggested, and many
who heard it felt that the information
which it contained merited the urgent
study of all who have some goncern
about what the future holds.

Father MacDonald began by eiting
the findings of two Catholic bodies;
one, the Catholic Rural ‘Conference
of the United States, the other the
priests of the diocese of Antigonish.
The U. S. group at a recent meeting
decided, that in-so-far as they could
logically foresee, the peoples pof the
American Continent must expect
difficulties  after the war. Even
in the event of the hoped-for British
victory, the ravished nations of
Europe could not afford to pay for
American imports, badly as they
might need them; with a German-
dominated peace America could only
trade with Europe on the wietors’
terms, the tenor of which may be
easily imagined, With the beom of
war-time armament produection at an
end there would be widespread gnem-
ployment in industrial areas. The
conference decided that the only sal-
vation for America would be in a
back-to-the-land movement of such
a nature as to make rTura]l land-
owners practically self-supporting.

Quoting the words of His Excellen-
¢y, Bishop Morrison, who at the
Eucharistic Conference held at Bras
d’ Or, had declared that rural life was
the sanest and most stabilising in-
fluenee in the life of this eountry,
Father MacDonald then told of the
conference of priests of this diocese,
held shortly after, The same conclu-
sion had been arrived at in Antigonish
as in Minnesota: in order do avoid
utter ruin after the war a powerful
rural movement must be developed
through which large mnumbers who
otherwise might have to depend for

Continuing, the Reverend speakez
developed his theme = with - special |
reference to. the eoulpty ‘of Antigon-
ish. This county in particular is in
dire need of some sugh constructive
action. In the years from 1929 to
1939 the rural $ehool population had
decreased by 18% through steady and
progressive deterioration. And. inas-
much as the prosperity of the county
is reflected in that of the town it is
a call to action. he said, for every in-
telligent Catholic whether belonging
to the county or the town. Father
MacDonald advocated the breaking
up of larger farms into smaller ones,
and cited the constructive work done
in this respect in the province of
Quebec where during the past 10
vears 18,000 new farms had been
opened up.

The goal to be gtriven for in thls
county he felt was the reclaiming of
every vacant farm. The going would
be difficult and discouraging no
doubt, for perhaps no oceupation de-
manded such determination, such
constaney of purpose and such dis-
cipline of character as the farmer’s.
Farm life should be made more
attractive and home  handicrafts
should be developed so that every-
thing that could be utilized would be
made into eclothing and household
supplies, And although wealth was
rarely the possession of the farmer,
money should be reckoned last in the
list of the real values of life of which
the farmer, in the speaker’s opinion,
possessed much more than the city
dweller. He had at least the security
which food and shelter provided, even
in hard times.

Thus, concluded the Reverend
speaker, there would be developed
a God-fearing eclass of property
owners, possessing a freedom and
independence which was essential
for  the dwellers in a democratic
country and who-could face the dif-
fieulties of the post-war period with
the secure knowledge that they could
draw their sustenance from the soil
on which they lived. :
