He ,vas called Alasdairan Oir. It 
v,-a11 he who built thl'l house at 
Kc.ppoch in Arisal~. and it was 
through him that the estate« of 
G1enalarl1ilt' and Glenftnnan came 
into lhe Borrodale hranch of t.he 
family.
