FARMERS' COOPERATIVE
HAVE GOOD YEAR

Farmers within a radins of ten to
{ifteen miles of  Brooklyn, THants
County, are feeling quite plensed,
amd justly =0, with the progress of
their business venture, the Brooklyn
Cooperative Society, which has just
completed another year showing
volume of business totalling over u
quarter of a million dollars, Reor-
punized some two or three years ago
under the Cooperative Societies Act,
the Brooklyn Cooperative is an ont-
erowth of a farmer’s desire to estab-
lish a means for selling farm pro-
duce on an organized and graded
busis and also for buying on the mest
favorable basis farm supplies such
as feed, fertilizew, and other commo-
dities which effect cost of. produc-
tion,

During the past few months  ex-
tensive additions have been made to
their facilitics and a  new storage,
grinding and mixing plant Is under
construction making it possible to
purchase and store coarse grain in
bulk ecarlots and to supply members
with properly mixed and balanced
rations for their live stock and poul-
try at reasonable prices,

At the recent annunal meeting fur-
ther expansiops in =ervice to mem-
bers was diseussed ineluding  the
possibilities for establishing a mod-
ern machine shop, cold storage fae-
ilities with individual lockers, ana
modern poultry killing and ewg grad-
ine equipment. Two years azo poul-
try killing wos undertaken and in
1044 the society handled over 150,
000 1bs. All of these improvements
and developments are undertaken
with the object of assisting them-
selves in getting a more satlsfactory
margin between production costs and
selling returns,

Two Tons Milk-Fed Chickens
The poultry pool held at West
lay Read, November 15, was  out-
standing from the viewpoint of qual-
ity. About 25 per cent of all the birds
marketed were capons, and there
was a total of 5% boxes of grade
special milk-fed chickens and capons,
This represents some skillful -feeding
an the part of the growers of this
Cape Breton Jslund district, as there
are very few birds which reach
srade “special.”

A total of 119 boxes, containing
over 4400 lbs. of poultry, was ship-
ped from this point, aceording to W:
A. Jenkins, assistant poultry promo-
ter for Enstern Nova Scotin,
Jenkins also points out that

Discusses Mealiness in Potatoes

Many eomplaints ave made of the

lnck of mealiness in  potatoes. The
following explanations quoted from

s from’|

the manuseript of a text on agrl-
culture by Dr. M. Cumming, now in
course of preparation, will be of in-
terest to these complainers and may
direct some to sources of mealy po-
tatoes. He writes:

“Some vavieties of potatoes, such
as Green Mountain, and Ivish Cob-
bler (white skinned) are generally
more mealy than red-skinned varviet-
jeg or the old Melntyre and like var-
ieties. Also potatoes of any  variety
grown on light soils are mealier than
those grown on heavy soilg™. But
more fundamental than these state-
ments, he quotes the findings of four
yvears’ experiments at the Dominion
Experimental Farm, Fredericton, N.
B., 1941-44 which reveal that the ap-
plication of excess quantitics of com-

mercinl fertilizer is  probably the
most pl'e\':\ll:nl cause of watery or
waxy potatoes,

Explaining  these findings, he

states that mealiness in potatoes de-
pends upon the starch eontent. When
theve is lass than 135 per cent of
starch the potato will be waxy; at
15 per cent it commences to be mealy;
and ag the percentage inereases a-
bove 15 per cent the potato hecomes
more mealy.

Growing potatoes without manure
or fertilizer is impractical beeause
the crop will be too small. But the
result of the experiments clearly in-
dicates that if a farmer wishes to
grow a good crop of mealy poratoes
he should either apply net more than
1000 pounds of fertilizer per acre, or,
better, a moderate amount of manure
and 1 moderate application of  com-
mercial fertilizer,

For the past twelve years Waldo
Walsh has been director of marketing
in Nova Scotia. He has given stroug
and effective lendership in  promo-
ting grading and orvganized market-
ing of natural products, His duties on
committees and boards have covered
many phases of farming, especialiy
during the war period.

Farm raised, a zon of the Iaze Tred
Wlash and Mrs. Walsh, of Cover-
dale, N.B., Mr. Walsh entered tie
Nova Scotia Agricultural College in
the fall of 1915, graduating tn 4917
and completing the four-year ecourse
at the Ontario Agricultural College,
Guelph, with the B.S.A. degree in
1922, In 1918 he served with the
Royal Air Force. While at the 0.C.
A. he won a place on the students®
live stock judging team which com-
peted in the inter-collegiate Juaging
contests at the International Live
Stock Show, Chicago, where he had
the high distinction of attaining the
highest individual score in the
whole competition.

Mr. Walsh, who is 48 years of age,
has had a wide and varied experience
in agricultural work covering a per-
iod of 28 years. From 1917 to March
1918 he was assistant live stock su-
perintendent for N.B., and in 1919 to
1920 he was superintendent of the
same department. Following grad-
uation from the 0.A.C. in 1922, he
was appointed sheep & swine promo-
ter for Nova Scotin under the Do-
minion department of agriculture
which he continued until 1926 when

selected as professor of animal hus-
bandry and director of live stoek mar-
keting at the N.8.A.C., Trure. From
1927 to 1933 he was with the de-
partment of colonization and agri-
culture of the Canadian National
Railways, Montreal. In 1933 he was
appointed  director of marketing
which position he has filled up to the
present time.

A Pioneer in Extension Work

Roderick J. MacSween, Antlgonish,
is a product of vural Cape Breton,
born in 1893, a son of the lme Alex-
ahder and Mrs, MuncSween, Beaver
Cove, From 1918 to '23 he operated
his own mixed farm and also

com-
pleted the two-year course at the
Nova Scotin  Agricultural College,

Truro. During the past 22 vears, My.
MaeSween has served agricuiture in
Nova Scotin in both production and
marketing, From 1923 to 1929 he was
agricultural representative for the
large territory of Cape Breton, Vie-
torin and Richmond counties, For the
next years he served in the same
capacity in Antigonish County, where
he also consulted in the management
of Mount Cameron farm, vperated
by the St. Franciz Javier University.
In 1935 he was appointed inspeetor of
copeative associntions for Nova
Scotin and at the same time he as-
sisted Mr. Walsh in marketing, pro-
motion and dirvection, In fact, Mr.
MaeSween —Rod to his friends— nas
done a good deal of pioncering with
farmers and fishermen, He was the
second agricultural representussze ap-
pointed under the present extension
policy. While agricultural represent-
ative in Antigonish County, he ovp-
ganized-in 1933 the first sale of poul-
try on a graded basis. rom that be-
ginning the project was destined to
muke greal strides and spread to al-
most every community, reaching a
total of nearly one million pounds of
graded poultry sold on a quality
basis in 1944, In recent. years fish
marketing has had Mr. MacSween's
special atlention resulting in preat-
ly improved marvketing for the in-
shore fishermen and particularvly for
the shipment of live lobsters to the
American market. .
Mrs. MaeSween was the former
Mary DMacKinnon also of Beaver
Cove, Cape Breton They have two
daughters, Josephine and Margaret
and one son, Michael. The family
home at present is in Antigonish,

farmers, My, MaeSween “has  the
Gaelie.”

The county will likely go on with
the proposed new building alone and
in the spring.

The
present trend is to provide only small
public space in court rooms, gnd to
consolidate other offices, so that the
new building might well be a smail
and compact one, That, however, is
a matter that the municipeas couneil
will consider in all its details,
