Nor is my c1·itic a whit happier in his so-called geo­
g;aphical reason, as anyone, by consulting a map (of 
the period) may readily see.

And e·ven if the enumeration were so, 
by what ingenuity of stupidity, may I ask, does he con­
clude that such order would prove the Epistle to have 
been written in the East. 

Now as to my critic's "army of authorities.'' 
(1) Spauheim, a :bigoted Anti-Catholic who equally
