Three young children at West-
field, .Mass., lost thefr lives Friday, 
when fire swept through the small 
five room house in which they had 
been left by their mother, who had 
gone to a neighbor's to use the 
telephone. 

Vice-president Mello Vianna of 
Brazil was wounded three times and 
several persons were killed Friday 
during a political dispute ansmg 
from the presidential election cam­
paign in the State of Minas Gereah. 
The vice president was shot in the 
neck and in the head but his wounds 
were considered not to be serious. 

The Legislative Assembly of Que­
bec will discuss the matter of the 
admission of women to the study and 
practice of law on Tuesday the 18th, 
when the bill comes up for second 
reading. It is quite probable that 
there will a,lso be a measure this 
"8ssion to grant womeu the franchise 
Legislation amending the civil code 
will be introduced providing for 
betterment of some conditions as 
they affect women, and also dealing 
with the system of community of 
-property. 

A five year legislative term; in• 
creased salaries for cabinet 
ministers; and money deposits from 
candidates in Ontario provincial elec­
tions, are all provided for, it is 
understood, in legislation that was 
forecast in the the speech from the 
throne at the opening of the new 
Ontario House last week. 

An uncessful attempt was made 
upon the life of Pascual Ortiz Rubio, 
new president of Mexico Feby 5, 
only two hours after he had been 
sworn in as chief executive of the 
republic. The president was wounded 
in the jaw by one of six bullets 
fired by a youthful assailant who lay 
iu wait for him at the honor gate of 
the National Palace. 

Eighteen mine workers were dead 
and the fate of eight others was 
unknown as rescue crews delved in­
to the lower pockets of a coal mine 
at Standardville, Utah, following a 
terrific explosion which rocked the 
mountainside late last Thursday 
night and crumbled the walls of the 
mining tunnels. 

The Department of National De­
fpnce announces that it has orde1·ed 
five Vancouver flying boats from 
Canadian Vickers, of Montreal, at 
a total figure of about $350,000. The 
machines will be used as replace­
ments for obsolete flying equipment 
employed in forest fire suppression. 
The Vancouver flying boat was de­
veloped by Vickers to meet the need 
of the department for a large cabin 
aircraft which would be capable of 
carrying heavy loads at high speed 
:rn<l of getting in and out of small 
lakes. 

In connection with representations 
made to the British Government by 
British and Irish potato growers who 
are asking that the government's 
good offices be used to induce Can­
ada to remove the embargo on im­
ports of tubers from Great Britain, 
it was pointed out at Ottawa last 
week that efforts to this end were 
made some time ago without success. 
Canada's embargo on British po­
tatoes is one of long standing and 
was imposed for the purpose of pro­
tecting the Canadian produce from 
the ravages of wart disease which 
was prevalent in the potato growing 
areas of Great Britain and Ireland. 
It was explained in addition that the 
United Kingdom had an embargo 
ag-ainst Canadian potatoes, osten-
sibly on account of the Colorado 
beetle. 

Almost two million dollars was the 
amount turned over to the province 
of Manitoba as profits of the Gov-
ernment Liquor Control Com• 
mission for the fiscal year ending 
April 30. The commission's report as 
tabled gave profits as amounting to 
$1,939,106.57. Citizens o! the pro-
vince expendt-d upward of six 
million dollars to satisfy their ap-
petite for liquors and he~r. Sales of 
liquor amounted to $3,873,029,40

Burrs, seeds, chaff and <>ther for­
eign material in the wool lowers the 
value of the clip because there is a 
higher shrinkage and the:re i, no 
marhine that will altogether remove 
this unde!irable content. Such wool 
must be put through a process known 
as "carbonizing" in which the ,·haft', 
straw and burrs are literal!\" burned 
out. Not only is this proce!l.ll co~tl~•. 
but results are far from satisfactory 
as there is a tendencl to weaken the 
staple or strength of the wool. 

CANADIAN GARDEN SERVICE 
1930 

Most of us are amazed at the wav 
time flies. Though it seems cnly a 
few days since the year was usher­
ed i_n, it is in realitr fully six weeks. 
Spnng will approach al the some 
speed, and soon we will be f.allving 
forth with 1·ake and fork, glad to see 
the last of the ice and fro-t and 
ea er)y welcoming the first irreeu 
mist that appears nmonir the willows 
But there will be still more sutis-
fa tion when the brown earth ap-
pears steaming through the last 
snowdrift if WP have planned our 
garc!ening activities ahl!nd. With a 
pencil, a seed catalogue. a bulletin 
or two and ou1· visions of gardens of 
last year still lingering in our 
minds, it is a simple matter to lay 
out a really ma ter starden for 1030. 
This can be arranged so that we will 
have plently of :flowers and vege­
tables without interfering with our 
regular work and recreation at all. 

The V qetables

veptable garden. It only takes a few 
minutes' more time to use a 1ttin&', 
and tbeN will be a aenae of aatfa-­
taction durinc the whole season in 
adalrlaa our handlwork.

year's supply -0f vegetables can be 
easily produced where the garden is 
fairly large, and thi!! usually ap­
plies to all places in the country. the 
villages or the smaller towns. If 
there is room enough, full sfacd rows 
of from thirty inches to four feet 
are advisable, so that full ad-
vantage cnn be taken of horse or 
prdcn tractor cultivation. Such 
vegetables as cari·ots, beets, lettuce 
and spinach can be g1own in the 
narrower TOV.S, while p<.'tntoes, 
tomntoes, cucumbers. squasl, nnd 
corn n:quit·c from three to four 
feet. In the larger garden, it will 
not be ncce:itl<nry to worry about 
conserving space by nlternate I ow!< 
of quickly maturing stuff such as 
lettuce and spinach which are taken 
off before the later sorts re<iuire 
the full room. But this does not 
mean that tomatoes, for instance, 
should be allowed to sprawl over the 
ground. Staking of these plants is 
always advisable a~ the fruit 
m&tures earlier and is cleaner, and 
a neater appearance is given to the 
whole garden. Run the row a north 
and south so that the sunshine will 
be evenly distributed. After the 
early crops arc harvested. and the 
first of them, like the radish, will be 
rea<iy in from thr<'e weeks to a 
month, sow a cover crop of clover, 
rye, oatJ 01 some other quickly 
growing thing which will cover the 
crou~d, keep down weeds. add at­
tractiveness to the garden and also 
fertilizer when plowcd under. 
Squash, cucumbers and me:lons cnn 
be grown along a fence or on 
sloping g round. so that they will get 
the most sun Iot· ripening and the 
fruits will remain C:rr. It is well to 
set aside t he: warmest and richest 
portion of the garden for such 
things. Do not be content with just 
the ordinary run of vegetables. but 
add two or three new thing.s every 
~ear. Add to the length of your sea­
son. too. b~· planting ~everal 
varieties of those thinis paJ·ticular-
1~ de.,irc il. Successional olantings 
will a lso help in thi~ connection. For 
lnatanrc if we ~elect tlm.!o varieties 
of c~rn a nd pen , an early sort, a 
ml'dmm one and n late \'Orieh" a nd 
plant one-third of each at intervals 
of n wel'k or t<'n days, we will ex­
t.en,' the season for these vrge­
tAbles ov<'r n much lon,rcr period.

f'IGHT CHARI'n LAW 

London. Feb. 4.-Propm,cd legi,-­
lntion which, if allowed to become 
ln\\1_ would thn•aten the exilltence 
of many Catholk char ities, was 
fought! fiercely in the House of Com­
mons when the Collecting Char ities 
(Regulation) Bill was discui.sed. A ~ 
the bill is drafted pettv officials 
could harass and ~ven · suppress, 
apparently without right of appeal 
many charities which have done 
good work for years. 

Opposition to the Bill was 1·ende1·­
ed more stubborn by the fact that 
the country is waking up to the ex­
istence of a "new despotism" under 
which state officials secure powers 
which they were never intended to 
have. 

During the debate Sir Kingsley 
Wood declared that if the Bill be·­
came law the charity commissioners 
could close down a charity in this 
country without any right of appeal 

He pointed out that if any locai 
body cared to make representations 
to the charity commissioners. the 
commissioners could put into force 
thl' drm1tic powers contained in the 
Bill. 

"They can 01·dcr anr bank ,, hich 
happen to have the monl:'y Qf the 
charity to withhold payment to the 
people who actually invested the 
money. nnd they can order the 
r harity to be wound up." 

Hannon, n Catholic mem~•r 
asked if the Home Seaeta1·v wa~ 
going tQ set Ull Cl sort of inqaisition 
f o1 examining into the motive and 
purpo~es and polil'y of the Si!'tcrs of 
N:r1.areth who ministered frequently 
to poor people who hnd no possible 
mea ns of being helped (1 om any 
other :-ource.

It was only lately that the 
farmer bepn to see that a mitldle­
man was living off him. 

It wa also thought bCl.'1\1.l.'!e t.ho 
farmn In man) cases rnisl:'d nea1·ly 
Pverything he needed !or food and 
,Jrink. he \ \ &-< well-to-do; that his lot 
\\ a s to be envied; that he did not 
need t o complain; that hl' was really 
bt' tter off tha n t he gen't!ra l run of 
prof essional men. Thinking men 
nskcd why it wa:- t he son of t he 
f!lrmer wa ~ t aking to other occupa­
ti?ni.. There must be a cause. and 
w1thout getting to the .:au,,e, it were 
vain talking at random. 

If the farmer's sons and daughte1·s 
c!ln make a living at other occupa­
tions, then they should not be com­
Pt'lled, unless they wish, to remain 
on the farm. Who then would culti­
vate the soil ? 

The logical one w-ould be the one 
who has a farm to start with, but no 
one can force a person to go at any 
occupation which he does not choose. 
We are all convinced now, that the 
only way 1:-y which we can induce a 
person to remain on the farm is to 
enable him to live ther~ as comfort­
ably as he would elsewhere or at 
any othor occupation. If the soil is 
to be cultivated in any locality, we 
must be able to show the person 
who is going to live on it. that he can 
!ive there as comfortably as when he 
1s engaged at any other occupation. 

In order to do this ever)·one must 
put on hi thinking cap, a nd work 
honE>Stly at the problem. There is 
no pulling the wool over the young 
people:'s eyes. There is no -one in a 
better position to talk about thi,.
