There are times, however, when one
wishes a special treat of a tender
piece of meat.

In general, the tender . cuts for
steak are:  sirloin,  porterhouse,
tenderloin, and short cut rib. Tender
cuts for roasting are rib and loin.

The less tender, and therefore the
less expensive cuts ware chuek,
shoulder, flank, round, rump, neck,
plate, brisket and shank.

The best method of cooking tender
cuts 1% to sear the meat at a high
temperature until a brown coating
is formed, which will shut in the
juices.  Then reduce the heat and
finish cooking. Do not cover the
meat, nor add water. Turn the meat
to insure even cooking, Pour off ac-
cumulated fat to prevent frying.

For less tender meats, heat,
moisture and slow cooking are need-
ed to dissolve the connective tissue.
Sear the meat in a small quantity of
fatu then reduce
add a little water. cover tightly and
cook slowly until tender. This pro-
cesg makes good gravy as the added
water extracts some of the meat
juices.

Less tender cuts  are used in

meat loaf, croquettes and many
ways in which ground meat is a
foundation. Vegetables are: often

added to make delicious stews. Flour,
added before the meat is seared,
absorbs and holds the juice.

Chilling the body tends to lower iﬁq

Microorganisms are always to be
found in the nose and throat, Ordi-
narily they are inactive, or if active,
the body’s resistance is adequate to
L keep them in check. When, however,

may become aggressive, and disease
follows.

Chilling lowers vitality by causing
a contraction of the minute  blood
vessels, caled capillaries, which eover
the body surfaces, both inside and
outside. There is usually a drop in
body temperature.

It has been shown that  during
such periods there is an increase in
the number of bacteria to be found
on the tonsils, palate and pharynx.
Self or auto-infection follows.

Chilling affects people in various
ways. It causes diarrhea in some;
neuralgia or muscular pains in oth=
ers. Tt may also lead to inflamma-
tion of the kidneys.

The danger involved in  sudden
chillings can, to an extent, be mini-
mized by training the body to
quickly respond to  temperature
changes. Cold baths  help in this
direction. However, the best  safe-
guard against chills and colds = is
good personal hygiene. .

What has been said of chills {8
equally true of drafts. While in
themselves they are ‘incapable of
produging colds, they may predispose
to or aggravate colds, especially in

FIVE WAYS OF USING STALE
BREAD

‘The problem of what to do with
stale bread is perhaps more vexing
dn the hot summer months than at
any other time of year: If, however,
you are careful to preserve all left-
‘over slices in a cool, well-ventilated
receptacle, there are numerous ap-
petizing dishes in which they may
be utilized.

Care must be taken to keep the
bread from molding. It must mever

be kept in a covered pail or jar,
But in a wire basket or bread-box,
with airholes. A good plan is to

Keep scparate the soft inside parts

of the loaf, which may be used for
eroutons, toast points, in dressing
Jor meat and fish dishes, puddings,
omelettes, scalloped dishes or cro-
quettes .
