Scotia coast during July cf this year 
shows an increase both in qt•antity 
and value of fish landed over July, 
1928, says the report of the Easterq 
Fisheries Division.

$532.497, as compared with $490,-
267 for the same period last year.

MAKING JELLY 

One of t he tragedies of house-
keepinc is a jell,y which won't jell. 
The calamity ls no lon~r nec-essary 
We have discovered the magic sub­
stance which turns the trickr-pectin. 
Whether or not your fruit juice jells 
depends upon the prortion of 
pectin to the aeid preeant. 

Pineapples, rhubarb, peaehe,1 and 
some other fftlita lack sufficient 
pectin, to the amount of acid they 
contain. Rupberrirea. strawberries 
andb laekberriee vary in t heir pectin 
content. On the other hand, some 
fruits have too much pectin and too 
little acid . In this class are elder­
lwries, sweet apples a nd quinces. 
They muat borrow acid from lemons, 
apples or cr anbenies . 

To determine whether your fruit 
llaa enough pecten, mix a teaspoon 
IIIIU', a half tablespoon of Epson 
lalt .and a tablespoon of the cooked 
fnl 'ce. If there is plenty of 

to mak'e a good jelly, the 
1IIUI ,rill form a clot. 

If the fruit lacks pectin, there are 
two remedies. The housewife can 
eembine with it the juice of a fruit 
Which is r ich in pectin, dealing with 
fruits which lack pectin. Or , pectin, 
in a concentrated form, may be 
bought in the market. Some house­
wives claim that the p rapared pectin 
fPOils the flavor of the fruit, makes 
a darker and less clear and sparkling 
jelly and requires th e ,use of t oo 
Muc'h augar . H owever, it is sure t o 
tnake je}),y, requires little cooking 
and ao sav,s t ime and patience and 
laeat, and evaporation and makes a 
Jarpr proportion of j elly from the 
f?uituaed. 

If you pref er to extract your own

EFFICIENT REFRIGERATION 
An understanding of a few simple 

facts about refrigeration will enable 
us to get the most value out of our 
refrigerators. Whether the refrig­
erator is an ice or a mechanical one, 
there are certain do's and don't's to 
getting the maximum of efficiency. 

The very first point, which seems 
obvious enough, is that the i.nside of 
the ice box should be kept cold. If 
it is an ice refrigerator, it should be 
kept filled with ice. If it is a me­
chanical one, the coils should be 
kept clear of frost. It is no economy 
to let the ice in the ice chamher get 
low before replenishing it. It melts 
more quickly, an d t her e is greater 
danger of food spoilage. I n the hot 
weather, enough ice should be or­
dered each day to fill the cham ber 
to capacity. 

About the frost on the coils of me­
chanical refrigerators,-many peoi,1~ 

tbink that this acts as a refrigerant 
and they let it collect to a shockinr 
depth . As a matter of fact, this frost 
impairs the eficiency of the unit. 
I t is far warmer than the refrigerant 
in the coils and it acts as a heat in­
sulator, shutting the cold in the coils 
a nd the heat in the chambers. When 
this frost has collected to a depth of 
not more than a half inch, it should 
be removed by disconnecting the 
motor overnight and placing a p1111 
under the unit to catch th~ melting 
frost. There is no danger of f oot 
spoliage because of the seven or 
eiJ;!'ht hou1· disconnection, as the 
refrigerator will not become warm 
enough to do any damage in t hat 
length of time. The ice cube trays 
should be 1·emoved so that none of the 
frost will drop into them, as the frost 
is laden with food flavors . In the. 
movning, wash the trays, fill them 
with fresh water, replace them, and 
reconnect the mot.or . 

T he second point is the proper 
placing of the food. The coldest part 
of a refrigerator is directly beneath 
the ice chamber or cooling unit. I t is 
there, then, that milk, soup st ock, un­
cooked meat and fish, and such 
easily spoiled foods should be placed. 
Heat and odors are carried upward. 

Foods such as melons, cheese, and 
others w ith decided odors, should be 
placed on the top shelf of t he food 
chamber. F oods w hich have no de­
cided odors may be placed or, the 
lower shelves of the food chamber, 
with those :requiring the most chill­
ing placed .along the inside wall, be­
side the ice cJiamber. The side icer 
refr.ige.ratorrs allow one to follow 
thei.e 1'1.lles better than the tor icers 
do. In the top icers, odorous foods 
should be put on the top shelf, and 
foods that require the most chillin., 
should be put in t he center of the 
shelves, as near to the ice as passible. 

Cleamliness s the third necessity 
for healthful and efficient refriger­
ator. It is not necessary t.o indulge in 
a v.•eeldy scrubbitig if food is w iped 
up AS soon .as it is spilled, and oniy 
fresh foods are _kept in clea n con­
tainers in the refrigerat.or. China 
and glass containers are cleaner and 
better for greens tha.n paper or 
towel wrappings. In an ice re-
fri,ger.ator, the trap should be 
taken out once a week and washed 
with hot water. The drain should be 
cleaned with a long handled brush. 
Freshly heated charcoal or a 
patent refrigerator d-eodorans wiJI 
absorb object ional odors. 

Make t he refrigerator do capacity 
duty in the summer time, for tne 
sake of your own comfort . Prepare 
cold d ishes at your leisure, end Jet 
the ice box keep t:hem fresh until 
meal time. Chilled fru it or fruit 
cocktails, salads all ready to as­
semble, custards, j ellies, .berries, can 
all be out of the ice box and on the 
table in a jiff y at meal time, fresh 
and refr eshing. Pie crust s and cooky 
dough are best when left in the re­
frigerator for some time . T he dry 
ingredients a.nd shortening for 
muffins, tarts, and short cake can all 
be mixed and chilled, ready for t he 
addition of the liqraios for last 
minute bakin6 . The ice box should 
be, as one household expert puts it, 
the business center of your kitchen. 
In summer, i t is a f ar better hus~oess 
center than the s tove.---Oolumbia. 

FRIDAY SOUPS 
Creamed soups are often served as 

Ute first oourse at dinner, and form 
a very valuable part of the meal, a s a 
bot liquid taken into an empty 
stomach is easily assimilated, acts as 
a good stimulant, and thus prepares 
the digestion for the remainder of 
the dianer. Cream soups are also very 
nutritious. 

Creamed soupa can be made from 
~getables, gra ins or fish. The vege­
tables are cooked and mashed 
throuch a strainer, and t hen com­
bined with milk or vegetable st ock 
and thickened with flour a,nd but ter 
blended together. 

The proportion of vegetable pulp 
to milk or vegetable stock is one 

part vegetable pulp to two parts milk 
or stock . To thicken it use one­
half tablespoon flour to one cup 
liquid, if a starchy vegetable is used, 
or one tableshoon flour t o ol'e oop 
liquid if a vegetable having little 
thickening property, as celery is 
used . Well beaten eggs may be 
used for thickening and increases the 
food vah1e of the soup. 

To thicken 1oup melt butter and 
add an equal quantity of flour; when 
well blended add to soup, stiring con­
ataintly until soup comes to the boil­
ina- point.

Two cups water, two heads 

celery, two tablespoons butter, two 
tablespoons flour, four oups milk, oee 
s lice onion, teaspoon celery salt, half 
t easpoon black pepper . 

Remove outside stalks of celery, 
saving tender portion for eating 
raw; wash and chop green stalks ; 
put in saucepan W1th water, cook 
slowly for 30 minutes ; press t•,rough 
colander; blend butter and flO'llr in 
double :boiler; add milk, onion and 
bay leaf; stiring constantly till 
creamy; add celery salt, salt, celery 
water and pepper ; cover; let water in 
U;nder boiler boil 10 minutes; strain 
into tureen ; serve at once with 
croutons or crisp crakers . 

Celery tips llnd root s should always 
be saved, washed and dried as t hey 
are excellent in flavor ing soups. 

Baked Bean Soup 
Two cups baked beans, two table­

spoons onio,n, two cups tomat< J's, 
two cups water, two tablespoons 
butter, two tablespoons flour, salt, 
pepper and celery salt, two tab1e­
spoons chopped pickle. 

Cook beans in water 10 minutes; 
press through sieve; cook onion m 
butter five minutes ; add flour amd 
seasonings; when well blended, add 
tomato, cook five minutes; strain 
add bean mixture, r eheat; serve with 
chopped pickles. If beans are very 
sweet, it may be n<'cessary to add 
one tablespoon lemon juice t,r vine­
gar. 

Croutons 
Cut stale bread into half-inch 

cubes. Bake slowly in the oven un-, 
til a golden brown; stir often , serve 
with soups . In this way you can use 
your stale br ead crumbs . 

Soup Sticks 

C;,it stale bread into slices, re-
move crusts, and spread witl: butt er. 
Cut into strips and brown slowly in 
the oven . Serve with hot soup.

The Value of Publicity 
Dr. Harvey Agnew, Toronto, spoke 

on fire prevention in hospitals and 
in his address stressed the fact that 
there was on an average one hospital 
a day destroyed 1by -fire which often 
means several deaths. Only six to 

·..,.1-it per cent. of hospitals in Can­
ada have any right to be called fire 
prcof, he estimated. The proper type 
of fire escape is tlat which is being 
installed in the Montreal General 
Hospital, of the tubular type, at an 
average cost of $500 a floor. He no­
ticed a lack of knowledge in regard 
to 'fire equipment in various hospitals 
and al.so referred to certain X-ray 
films being a fire hazard, recommend­
inir that the safety ,film be used. 

Rev. Dr. T. O'R Boyle, Antigonish, 
gave an address on hospital publicity, 
stating that a monthly paper or mag­
azine of about 32 pa~eqited by 
one head for the province, containing 
u,eful information about hospitals, 
might be a gocd idea. He also 
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thou~ht that every as::;hitance should 
be given to reporters. 

Dr. S. L. Walker, of Halifax said 
he thought that hospitals shou'ld be 
in touch with each other and said 
the idea of an official journal was 
splendid. 

Sister M. I. Agnes, R. N., Antigo­
nish, read a paper on nursing educa­
tion, and '.\Irs. P. :\1. Fielding of 
Windsor, spoke on publicity, Rev, R. 
L. ;\lacDonald and Rev. L. M:acLean 
spoke on legislation and programs re­
spectively. General diseu.:;sions wt>-re 
held after the addresses. 

At the puNic meeting Wednesday 
evening Hon. G. S. Harrington of 
Halifax, stated that when he 'was 
mayor of Glace Bay he served as 
member on board of three hospitals. 
As a returned man, he spoke highly 
of the doctors' services ove1·seas. He 
also 11:ave considerable <lata in con­
nection with the hospitals qualifying 
for Government grant, that hap in­
cre!lsed from 13 to 24 in 10 years 
and of the part the Government had 
contributed to the Nova Scotia San­
atorium at Kentville for returned 
soldiers, being approximately $146.
