UXITED CHURCH ANNIVERSARY 

St. James' United Church, Antigo­
nish, after undergoing renovation 
and repairs, was re-dedicated Sun­
day, in the presence of capacity con­
gregati-01111, the occasion also mark­
ing the one hundred and twentieth 
anniversary of the pioneer Presby­
terian Church in Antigonish. Rev. 
E. Lockhart, the pastor, occupied the 
pulpit in the morning, while the 
preacher in the evening was Rev. A. 
H. Denoon, D. D., of New Glasgow, 
former minister of St James congre­
gation. The C'hoir was augmented 
by singers from the .Baptist congre­
gation. 

Preaching at the morning service 
the pastor, Rev. E: Lockhart observed 
that 120 years ago the first Presby­
terian church in Antigonish was 
founded. Tracing its ·history, Mr. 
Lockhart said that the late >Nathan­
iel Symonds and other early New 
Hampshire settlers had been in the 
habit -0f meeting together on Sun­
day mornings for public worship. The 
first S\!Ch meeting was held at the 
home of )fr. Symonds, in December, 
1804. IA t that time the Presr-yterian 
community consisted of the families 
of George Irish, Simon Irish, Nathan 
Pushie, J ohn Kell, Robert Campbell, 
)lr. Stearns, Mr. Bradshaw, \\'m. 
Taylor and Capt. Miller, all of whom 
attended the firet services. Mr. 
Symonds su~gested that they meet 
for worship every Sunday in his 
h.ome, and thus the first Presbyter­
ian church in Antigonish was formed. 

In 1808, Rev. James Munro became 
the settled pastor. Previously in 
1805, the little band had so increased

One of tJbe greatest ways the 
faithful have of ihonorlng Onr Lady 
is with the devotion of the Rosary. 
Rosary beads are such an intimat~ 
part of the Catholic religion that 
many overlook the long and inter­
esting !hi!ltory whkh the bcad11 have. 

The "Hail )iary" wa not always 
used with prayer bcaJs. According 
to an aricle 4>y Rev. Eugene F. Cha­
bot, S .J., in "The Canadian )lessen­
ger of the Sacred He11rt," the earli­
est accurate reeord known of the 
use- of beads in praying is traced 
back to the Eighth Century.

It is said that in the tomb of the race," their doubts have come too 
late . 

Abbess Gertrude of Nivelles, who 
d ied in 659, fragments of beads were 
found. It i 11 presumed that the Ab­
bess :used these in her spiritual de­
votions. The custom <>f counting 
prayers by objects may be traced to 
a till earlier time. The Abbot Paul 
of Egypt, we arc told, was accus­
t omed to hold 800 pebbles and drop 
one as he said each prayer. 

It is not only t he Roman Catho­
lics who use tne beads as a method 
of counting prayers. In t he Greek 
Rite there is a form of prayer­
counting apparat'{ii; known as "Kom­
'boskolnon." This consists -0f a cord 
with 100 knots in it a nd it i~ used 
to rount the genuflections or signs 
of the Cross. 

It was during the time 
Crusades that the use of 

of t he 
bl'!ldS 

strung en cord carnc into existence 
among the religious Orders or the 
Western Ohurch. The beads were 
knov:n as "Poterncsters,'' nnd in tho 
Hith century it "as a matk of mem­
bership in n religious confraternity 
or Third Order when i-cad were 
v;orn at the girdle. 

Thus,, attention ie called t o the 
amazingly low levt!l of the birth r :ite 
of England and Wales, whkh last 
year !ell to 16. 7 per thousand of the 
population, as compared with 24 .1 in 
the year l!l13, says The Literary 
Diges t. A greatly concerned observ­
er of this record is Sir Leo 
Chiozza .Money, who expresses it a~ 
his conviction that not a single ~ r­
son in Britain ver imagined t hat 
so low a figure would be rea~hed so 
soon. By nature, be tells us. in The 
London Evening Standard, he is a n 
optimist, yet, he point~ out, a 
reasonable optimism must 'have 
g round f or existence, and he con 
f esses he can sec no redeeming feat ­
ure in the unseemly haste with 
which the races that ought to con• 
tinue to lead the world arc tr eading 
tbe "path of decoy ond surrender.' 
He continues: 

"The ancient conception of war­
fare wa to destroy the enemy na­
tion.

It was not sufficient 
that this colored population was 
segregated in the Southern States. 
America must nec•ds place a bun up-
on white immigration, and thus, 
through the shortage or labor 
created in her Xorthern cities, build 
up in each great industrial town a 
negro qarter! 

"In :face of this choice cxampl o 
incredible folly, who will be bold 
enough to say that th<.! coming 
shortage of white populations hl 
Europe will not be supplemented bv 
colored importations? It is a short• 
er journey from ~orth Africa to 
France than from Kentucky to 
Buffalo. 

"Whatever happens :n that regard, 
"e have to anticipate with certainty 
a Europe seriously reduced in num­
bers, and perforce compelled to Jay 
down world leadership. The Euro~ 
can emigrations will entirely cease. 
The fodustry and wealth of EuroJ)e 
will contract both from lack of con­
sumption and from the lock of in 
itiativo that goes \\ ith decnden4 e 
The Br,itish Empire will ncccssarilv 
dissohe, for there will not be enoug~ 
white blood to mnintain it ' '

Health Advice 
''PERSONS, NOT THINGS, ARE 

DANGEROUS." 

From time to time, we may raati 
in the press, 01· hear someone ex­
press surprise that a second case of 
some communicable disease has ..>C• 
cured in a private home, school or 
institution, in spite of the .fact th:it 
disinfection and fumigation of th11 
place had been carried out. 

Such surprise is evidence of a faith 
in a procedure concerning which 
modern knowledge has taught us the 
mistake. 

Communicable diseases are spreud 
by discharges from the body, whic.h 
carry disease germs, and this spread 
practically always occurs in a 
direct manner. It is the fresh, moist 
droplats from the nose and mouth 
that are sprayed directly on others 
by careless coughers, sneezers and 
spitters which are the real danger. 
It is the saliva left on the common 
drinking-cup that is a menace to the 
next user. It is the warm, moist 
hands, soiled with body excretions, 
that- carry disease germs to the 
mouth, either directly or by soilin6 
food that is going into the mol.th. 

Disease germs die comparativ~ly 
quickly outside the human body. 
The person carrying these disease 
germs must be discovered and 
isolated if the spread is to be stop­
ped. In schools and institutions, this 
means a medical and nursing service 
organized for this purpose. 

Washing of furniture and fcmiga­
tion of rooms is not the correct way 
to f ight t'he communicable diseases. 
The correct way is t o find the 
source (some human being ) a nd the!l 
to isolate this person.

CARS AND CREDIT. 

"It will not be surprising," says the 
Annapolis Speetator, "if a resolution 
is adopted in this community before 
long, not to extend credit for small 
amounts to anyona who possesses a 
motor car. It appefffs, unfortunate­
ly, of late, that the craze for buying 
cars has extended to so many people 
who really cannot afford them, and 
will not be satisfied with a cheap 
tar, anyway, that the tax is too 
great for their resources, and if an 
1:xpen-sive accident occurs to the car, 
ther are financially cr ippled to a 
serious degree. The number of 
small accounts owed to different con­
cerns by such people has become 
alarmin~, and a limit certa inly must 
be established. ltle~hants are be­
ginning tc rightly entertain the idea 
that if a man can own and operate 
a car-he ought to be able to pay 
cash for hs petty purchases. There 
is no question that if one-half the 
amount invested in motor cars was 
invested in oxen instead, the country 
would be vastly better off."
